Dr. Walter R. Gillette, at one time vice-
Eomldont of the Mutual Ll‘f: R\lunnOﬁ
mpany, yesterday oosove
Ho.plul Dr. Gillette had been in {ll
health since the days of the insuranoce
investigation, Two weeks u.{: he was
removed to the hospital from his home,
24 Weat Fortleth street, and a few days
later an operation was performed for

oancer. He was 68 years old.

Dr. Gillette was born in Philadelphia
and was graduated from Madison (now
Coigate) University in 1°61 and from the
College pf Physicians and Surgeons two
years later. During the last two years
of the civil war Dr, Gillette se rved in tne
Medical Corps,. and after that he was for
fifteen years on the faoculty of the Uni-
versity Medical College.

Dr. Gillette was oconneoted with the
Mutual Life for thirty-six years and re-
ajigned in the spring of 1906. Two months
later he was summoned by Diatrict At-
torney Jerome to appear before the Grand
Jury, and it was brought out that he had
been the custodian of a small yellow do
fund.
