(OURT OF APPEALS DECLARES ]

THE LAW EMPHATICALLY.

Mrs. De Wolf Put Up.at the Grand Unlon
With Her Brother and 4n KEmployee
Broke Into Her Room and Ordered
Her Out as & Disorderly Ferson,

The Court of Appeals has just handed
down a decision in the suitfor damnges

brought by Mrs, Catherine DeWolf against !

the Grand Unlon Hotel in which it re-
varses all the courta below and decided
nnanimously that the proprietors arae
liable for damages on account of the
con-luct of an employee in forcihg hime
slf into her room under protest, acous-
ing her of being a disorderly person and
ordering her to leave the hotel. The
court also decides that under a complaint
sotting forth these and additional facts
demanding damages for a breach of
duty between innkeeper and guest the
plaintiff may recover compensatory dam-
ages for injury- to her feelings and the
personal humiliation suffered. This is
the first decision of the kind in New York
Statae.

The De Wolf suit is sent back for trial
anl a jury will be called on to decide
what damages will be proper compen-
sition, not as punishment for the pro-
prietors, Simeon Ford and Samuel T,
Shaw, but for the injury to Mrs, De Wplf's
fealings,

The facts recited were that in June,
1905, Mrs. De Wolf, who was in mourn-

ing, went to the hotel with her brother ] B e e ot Shavtraent theyl

and daughter and engaged rooms and
rogistered. About 1 o’clock in the morn-
ing one of the hotel servants forcel his
way into the room where Mrs De Wolf
was in her nightgown and in the pres-
ence of her brother insultei her and
ordered her to leave the hotel, threaten-
ing among other things to have her name
publishe in the newspapers as a warning
o other hotels.

The defence in substance was a rule
of the hotel forbidding the preience of
a man in a woman's roem at night unless
e was her husband and the duty of the
employees to enforce this rule. The
majority opinion of the Appe!late Division
procceded on the theory that under the
common law an innkee
sible for the safety of his guests, Justice
Chester B. McLaughlin dissented from
this orimon. maintaining that this was
a civil wrong which could be reiressed
Ly the award of money damages.

The Court of Appeals opinion rests
on a decision many centuries old, known
as Calye's case, and Judge Werner, writ-
ing the opinion for the court, makes
this comment on it:

TRIAL OF JOHN 6. JENKINS, JR.

DIREETORS WHO KNEW NOT
OF THE DUMMY LOANS.

Some Plain Words From the District At
torney - Plokpockets Might Defend
Wateh Stealing if ‘Being Customary
Excused Such Violations of the Law.

It was stated at the trial in Brooklyn
yesterday of John G. Jenkins, Jr., who is
ocharged with the larceny of $50,000 on
October 22, 19007, while president of the
Jenkina Trust Company, that of fourtean
directors not one had examined the loan
book of the company. Some were igno-
rant of its existence; three had seen it—
two of 'these not within a year of the
closing of the bank,

District Attorney Clarke endeavored to
show that the loan book was purposely
kept out of the way of the directors be-
cause a scanning of its pages would have
convinced the dullest that the defendant
took more interest in the firm of Frank
& John G, Jenkins, Jr., than he did in the
trust company as its president. Stephen
C. Baldwin, counsel for the defance,
said that no malign intent on the part of
the defendant could account for the
ignorance of the directors; that the kook
was there if they wanted to see it. He
spoke of the methods criticised as justified
by “cbmmon custom.”

Mr. Clarke said: “No custom or usage
can sanctify such a practice. A syndi-
cate of pickpockets could say that steal-
ing watches on the back of a car is proper
because it is customary. No man can be
justified in crime because some one else
18 also a criminal.”

Justice K elly interruf)ted the argu-
ment with the assurance that at the proper
time he would instruct the jury as to the
legality of the custom.

Willlatn A. Conklin, former secretary
of the Jenkins ‘I'rust Company, retold
the story of the loans to Frank and John G
Jenkins, Jr., Company of 72 Broadway.
Brooklyn, He said that collateral,
deposifed as money was borrowed, but
that the collateral was afterward with-
drawn in many instances and returned
to the brokerage concern,

It was brought out that John G. Jen-
kins, Sr., had been able to obtain only
$150,000 on a million dollars worth of
securities when he went in search of ready
money on October 23, This left only $50,000
for the Brooklyn bank. At this point
Mr. Conklin corrected his testimony of the
preceeding day as regards the date of
the midnight meeting of the directors at
the home of Jenkins senior. He said
that the meeting took place on October
24, the day before the suspension of the
bank. It was at this meeting that the
directors first hecame aware of the bank's
condition. -

Conklin said that in April, 1907 the de-
fendant had appointed five members of
the board of directors to look over the
seourities. and books of lhe.mmrnny as
required by law and that he had drawn
up the report which the members of the
committee certified. None of these mem-
bers were practical bankers. Conklin
said that he knew the Jenkimns brokerage
firm was not entitled by law to the use of
the $172,000 of the bank’s funds *which

it had when it closed its doors, but that he |

Such
a doctrine, so far from holding an innkeeper
to a reasonable responsibility in the quasi-
public business which he i& permitted to
carry on, would clothe him with dangerous
prerogatives permitted to no other class of
men.

But the former is
hound to exercise reasonahle care that
reither he nor his servant shall by uncivil, |
harsh or cruel treatment destroy or mini- |
mize tha comfort, convenience and peace |
which the latter would ordinarily en‘ioyi

According to Assistant Di -
trict Attorney Kindleberger, who f

Meyers represented himself as ready to
invest in certain propertiea large amounts
to be supplied by his supposei backers. |
The offer to invest was always qualified, |
however, by a provision that a valuation
of the properties to be invested in should

first be made by a competent man. The —
