The Ottomen Unlon and Pregress Farty
‘Thelr New Name.

The Young Turkish Party blossomed
out last. nights as the Ottoman Union
and Progress Party at a meeting held in
Carnegle Hall, to celebrate the installation
of the first Ottoman. Parllament since
the last revolution, The reason for the
change of name was explained by Nasri
Bey Natem, secretary of the party,

“It is an organization,” he said, “for
all Ottomans, regardless of race or colox.
Its name bas therefore been changed
from the Young Turkish Party, which
was applicable to only one element in
the national life of the empire, to the
Ottoman Union and Progress Party,
which embraces all Ottomans without
speclally specifying any partioular race.”

The honorary presiding officer of the
meeting, which was attended by about
400, was Mundji Bey, who gave over the
active charge to Dr. H. A, El-Kourie.

Among those who attended the meetin
were a half dozen or more of Beys, in<
oluding Bidkey Bey, who is Mundji Bey's
secretary; Enver Bey and Raouf Bey,
firat secretary /of the Ottoman Embasay.
All of thern made addresses. L. A, Mo-
karzel, editor of the Byrian paper Al-
Hoda and Khairalla-Stephen, co-Bishop
of the Maronites were also there.
