LUNATIC CAUGHT BY CHANCE,

East Orange Policemen Find in Newark
the Man Who Threatened Gov. Fort,

FAST ORANGE, N, J., Dec. 18.—Chiel
of Polive James Be'l of East Orange went
to Newark to-day on another errand and
{captured James R. Fitzsimmons, the
escaped lunatic who threatened the life
of Gov. Fort. The man had been sought
for weeks by the police of the whole
State. Fitzsimmonsisin the East Orange
jail to-night and to-morrow he will be
recommitted to the Morris Plains [nsane
Asylum, from which he escaped a few
weoks ago.

Bell and Sergt. Henrv Hector went to
Newark with a prisoner committed to
await the action of the Grand Jury. After
t hey had delivered their prikoner to the

Court of Appeals Aflirms the Conviction
of Salvator Gevernale,

Named in Pittsbarg fer Aqueduet Cone
tracting Cencern.

Pirrspuro, Dec. 18.—A receiver was
appointed late this afternoon in the Pitts-
burg courts for the Thomas MoNally
(Company, a contracting firm which has
among other large ocontracts at present
the building of the Peekskill division of
the Catskill aqueduct in New York.
Thomas McNally joined with the Burton
Powder Company, a creditor petitioner,
in asking for a receiver.

It is set forth that the assets of the
McNally concern are $4560,000 and its
liabilities but $284,000. In hisbill Mr. Mo-
Nally says that he has already expended
$530,000 on the job and that if he is let
alone he will be able to clear $500,000
profit for himself as well as pay every
bill he owes in the world.

J. F. Erney was ngopolmod receiver later
in the day and his bond fixed at $50,000.

The troubles of the Mc¢Nally com
are of long standing. When ﬁoNullwg
cured the contract for the building of a
section of tho aqueduct It seemed g&t his
srofits would be large. Troubles then
gan to eome to MoNally, who was en-
ag‘:wl in tho actual work of construotion.
eNally received proposals from certain
well known political contractors ‘here in
New York 1o take the contract off his
hands. He refured any offers, but made a
deal with the Georgia-Florida company
whereby they advanoced $200,000 and were
to holp lurther ugg share in half the profita,
Shortly after the Georgia-Florida com-
pany asked McNally to get out. He refused
to do so and then there followed an at-
tachment suit which served to stop the
Comptroller from advancing any moneys
to McNally. That was mber 7,
and since that time but liftle work has ac-
tually been done on the job.
