Commedere Plant Orders a Perfect
Minkdture lelanda.

Commodore Morton F. Plant last win-
ter had the big steam yacht lolanda built
in & British yard from designs by Cox
& King, the well known London naval
architeots. The lolanda is one of the
largest and one of the most handsomely
fitted yachts afloat.,

Now Commodore Plant has ocommis-
sioned H. E. Beucher, the model builder,
to make a model of his yacht which he
will keep at his summer residence at New
London to show his visitors.

Mr. Boucher is to leave here next
Wednesday on the steamship Teutonio for
Marseilles to take the measurements
of the lolanda and to get photographe
of the Interior of that vessel in order to
build the model, which acvording to oon-
tract is to be completed in four months.

C. K. G. Billings, who recently had
the big steamer Vanadis built on the
other side, has had two models made.
One shows the vessel as she appears
afloat and the other is & model as it wonld
appear if eut in half from stem to stern.
These two models cost $2,000 each, but
the one that is to be built for Commodore
Plant will be ynore complets in every
way and is to cost $5,000, which would
buy something of a eruising: yacht.

This model is to show the interior and
the exterior of the yacht. It is to be
built to soale one-quarter inch to the
foot. The lolanda is 305 feet over all
length and the model will be 6.35 feet
long. The model will not be cut longi-
tudinally through the centre but will be
broken open at different parts so as to
show the whole of the interior, and every
fitting wil be made to scale Every
blook used ™ the rigging will havé a
sheave that will work.

Luxurieus Furnishings of the New Car
Bulit fer King Edward.

From the Scientific American.

The three railway corporations con-
trolling the East Coast route between Lon-
don and Beotland have just completed a
néw and luxuriously fitted royal train for
the exclusive use of their Majesties King
Edward VII. and Queen Alexandra and other
members of the British royal family. Hith-
erto when the royal family have travelled

over portions of the East Coast route the
traln built some years ago at the London |
and Northwestern Company’'s works at |
Wolverton has béen utilized: but now the |
East Coast companies are in possession of |
their own epecial train. |

The King's saloon is 67 feet in length
over the body. 0 feet wide and i2 feet 11
inches high from rail level to wf f.
It is constructed of teak with a steel under-
frame and is carried on two six wheeled
bogies. Entranoe is obtained from double
doors opéning Inward at each end: (the
mouldings round the panels and windows
are of gilt brass and the owatre of the bot-

In order to give uniformity
of effect all of thesa rooms, with the
exception of the  attendant’'s compart-
ment, are carpeted alike with a fine plein |
Saxony pile old rose carpet, and all the
curtains and blinds are of soft green silk,
with whaite silk embroidery, Io addition
to electric radiators the saloon is heated
by means of warmed air, which is delivered
into the various compartmenta through
ducts from electric blowers situated in
the attendant's compartment. Ventilation
is also afforded in the same way, and the
gir from the roof ventilators is extracted
by means of electiric exhausters.

In addition to the saloon for his Majesty
the King two spgcial saloons have been
constructed for his Majesty's suite and
friends, which are vestibuled on to the
royal saloon. These saloons are carried
on four wheeled bogies of special design
with ten foot wheel base. The vehicles
are fifty-eight feet six inches long and are
fitted with easy chairs and c¢ouches up.

A correspondaent writes to the London
Standard that Dr. 8ven Hedin's dis-
coveries in Tibet were forestalled by the
early Venetians.

“Many of your readers are no doubt
acquainted with the interesting maps on
the walls of the Sala Dello SBcudo in the
Doge's Palace at Venioe, representing
the countries visited by the eariy Vene-
tians. At a recent visit to Venice when
inspecting these I was surprised to see
that the great range of mountains which
Dr. Sven Hedin has recently discovered
and the two lakes which he explored are
clearly shown, and I will describe them as
well as ! can from mamory and a few
rough notes mede during the few minutes
I had available.

“A oountry marked Parvum Tibet' is
shown on the'map occupying about the
same position as the Pamir Plateau,
the eastern boundary of which is a range
of mijountains running north from the
western end of the Himalayas, and from
the north end of this range, which is also
the northeast corner of Parvum Tibet,
the great range starts and runs almost
due east through Tibet to China. ‘A
river which is evidently the Brahmaputra
is shown a& running along the south side

{of this range, and starts from two lakes

at the. western end of the range. These

“Two flow into the Bay of Bengal,
the western of which is undoubtedly the
Brahmaputra, and the eastern may be
intended for, the Irrawady’, or Salween.
The third river flows in a southeasterly
direction into the China Sea and
corresponds with the Mekong. If this
large lake really exists it has yet to be
rediscovered, as it does not appear on
modern maps.

“These maps are stated in the official
guide book to have been painted on the
welle in 1762 by Grisellini from originals
which were drawn by Ramusio, who
died in 1557. Ramusio compiled the
maps from information supplied by Vene-
tian merchants and travellers, and among
these was Cesare Federici, a merchant
who was in Persia, and it seems probable
that to this man Europe owes its first
knowledge of the existence of this mighty
range of mountdins with ita lake system,

“I would not in any way wish to detract
from the excellent work done by Dr.
Sven Hedin; still due credit should be
given to these ancient Venetian geogra-
phers.”
