4. and tarantism, which was widespread
from the fourteenth to the sixteenth
century. He makes his crue! scientific
analogy in these terms:

‘It is not without significance, with
roference to the organ recital which appa-
rently took place in-the interva's between
the attempts of Mr. Lloyd-Ceorge, the
(hancellor of the Exchequer, to speak,
that the patients are violently affected by
musit, and their paroxysms are brought
on and increased by it. It is character-
istic of these manias that they attack
women more readily than men, although
some men are, capable of being affected
at any rate. |

“The marked preference that the
patients of tarantiem show for ocertain
colors or combination of colors is another
featire which leads me to connect the
present disorder with the frenzies of the
Middle Ages. Tarantism was at
greatest height in the eeventeenth cen-
tury, long after the St. Vitus's dance of
northern Europe had disappeared. The
present trouble may be the third marked
outbreak in ocomparatively modern
Limes,

“In oonclusion it may be worth men-
{oning that it used to make a good deal
of difference to a patient under which
name his disease was classed. Those who
siuffered from the disorder dedicated to
<) holy a martyr as Bt. 'Vitus received
every consideration, whiereas the victims
of tarantism were by no means so well
treated.”

Dr. Shipley writes in no spirit of levity,
but there is a horfible fear among the
militant suffragettes to-day lest his dis-
quisition may saddle them. with the
awful sobriquet of *“Tarantulas.” To-
morrow they will claim public attention
once more by holding a mock fungral
in Trafalgsr Square over the woman's
parliaméntary suffrage .bill, which auto-
matically ceases to exist as a pending
measure with to-day’s adjournment of
Pariiament. The bill, converted into a
doll, will. be drawn in & sham hearse in
a procession to the square, ghere speeches
will be made over it. Then it will be
cremated at the rooms of the Freedom
league.

The suffragette campaign, if it has
accomplished nothing else, has secured
a complete revision of the rules for the
admission of strangers to the House of
Commons. A special committee has sub-
mitted a long report which will probably
be adopted at the next session. The
principal change provides for the ad-
mission of women with male escorts to
the Strangers’ Gallery on the application
of members, Theoretically, no woman
has ever been admitted to the House of
(Commons, hence the maintenance of the
grille in front of the Ladies’ Gallery. The
law also proposes making any distrubance
of the proceedings a police court offence.
