Changed Scheme for Rowing Peaghkoeps
sle Races Wil Be Satisfacotory to All,
Especially the Onlookers—-How Mich.
fgan Is Being Weloomed Baeck.

Not since the rowing races began over
the Poughkeepsie-Highland oourse in
1806 has there been need of making the
college crews compete the “wrong way"
of the four mile strip, that is to say, from
south to north. However, the stewards
have decided that the tides for June 26,
1808, will besi be werved by Tacing on the
flood inatead of on the ebb, Not only
that, but it appears likely that for two
more peasons rowing up stream will be
necessary, The stewards aim to have the
races on a certaln day each yeqr and the
matter of the tides is taken just as it hap-
pens to come, (]

There should be little question of get-
ting the crews used to rowing this way.
Not one of the coachées but has time and
again sent his oarsmen over the full course
up stream. As a matter of fact every
extra fast time performance has been
done on the flood tide. There is & mark
of 18 minutes 24 seconds for the four
miles negotiated by a Cornell crew three
seasons ago, if memory holds. If the
followers of rowing are looking forward
to seeing a record or so broken the com-
ing regatta ought to produce something
ke that. Tims performances amount
almost to nothing in rowing races, but
to some folks it means much if a orew
breaks a record.

At first when it was learned that a flood
tide would be running the stewards had
an idea they would send the crews from a
point about a mile below Milton straight
up the river, finishing off Poughkeepsie.
To make the course perfectly straight
that would have meant starting close to
the west shore and ending over toward
the east shore. The view of the last
mile of the race would have been spoiled
because in the dusk orews so far out from
shore would hardly be visible, and as
one rowing man puts it: “We want to see
the last ten feet these days, let alone the
laat mile.”

Rowing the race from below the bridge
to Krum Elbow will be & marked im-
provement as far as the observation
trains are oconcerned. There will be

HOLIDAY TIME IN' MUNICH.

Streets Lined With “Christbaume’’ —
Plays Staged for Children,

Munich at Christmas time is full of
interest and charm to the foreigner. The
churches all exhibit krippen, as the Ger-
mans call the quaint wax groups repre-
senting the Nativity.

In the National Museum at Washington
there is a wonderful collection of these
groups, brought from Italy and Spain,
where famous artists still consider it
an act of piety to construct them. In
comparison with these the Munich
krippen are orude, but they are pictur-
esque and interésting.

The figures vary in size ‘from three
inches to three feet in height and are
placed on smaii siages behind glass.
The stable, by the way, is invariably an
ivy clad ruin swarming with silk robed
personages.

At Christmas time one stands spell-
bound ‘before the windows of the baker
shops and the conditorel. Truly such
wonderful edibles were never before con-
structed, says the Travel Magazine. It
seems a very profanation of art to dream
of eating them. Marvellous chocolates

moulded into the shapes of every known
bird, beast or fowl are to be had for less
than the proverbial song.

The lebkuchen especially are veritable
creations. One of the latter represents
tll;:.(,‘hrilt ohild with his tree, another a
fat old St. Nicholas, a third an officer in
full uniform making lovs to a pretty maid,
while a fourth Eﬂu{n an entire Christ-

BRIDGE TROUBLE ELIMINAYRD.

It has been suggested by some coaches,
perhaps as a sort of excuse, that the
bridge has been the cause, of more than
one crew losing out in a tight race. That
is to say, meeting the swirl at the but-
tresses with a tired orew at the thres mile
mark has had an unfortunate effect on
the oarsmen. Whether this is so there
probably will be all sorts of argument,
but the opinion entertained by most
persons is that only one crew in a race is
at all likely to be affected by any such
condition, or rather only one crew might
have been some seasons ago, when the
targets for the courses were not up just
right. Since the ochanges have been
made the courses are fair for all as far
as going under the bridge is concerned.
Assuming that there is any justioe in the
plea that the bridge still has something
to do with a tired crew at three miles,
all that will be removed by the conditions
this time. The orews will tackle the
bridge at the end of the first mile and

miles of nothing but rowing.

The demand will bé for coxswains who
can adapt theirselves to the slightly
changed conditions, because it will not
be quite as easy to steer a boat up from
the bridge as it was steering down from
Krum Elbow with the bridge always
ahead for three miles. The coxswains will
have to fix marks on the eastshoreof the
river. The bank takes a bend around at
Krum Elbow, so there will be land to hold
the eye instead of an expanse of water,
which would make an impossible back-
ground. The steersmen will have to be
a bit more clever than ordinarily is re-
quired in holding on to a course, but after
all it will be a matter of holding straight
for two miles. The last mile is well marked
by the lane of sightseeing boata.

At New London changing from one di-
rection to the other is no new thing for the
oarsmen. Sometimes it is convenient to
row the race one way of the course, from
the bridge up, sometimes from above the
navy yard to the brida:. At New Lon-
don there is a fixed day for the race,

NO WELCOME FOR MICHIGAN,

The supposed desire of Michigan to
return to the fold of the conference for
athletic competitions has aroused some
comment on the part of the stalwarcs
of the Western Intercollegiate Associa-
tion. Although Chicago, the most im-

rtant rival of Michigan, appnenuy
rsowullng enough to have the Wolverines
back n, Wisconsin does not regard
the change of heart with friendly feelings.
The Da#y Cardinal of Wisconsin says:
“Michigan's desire to become a member
again of the big eight in athletics is amus-
ing. When the recent reform movement
fn athletics began Michigan, arrogant
with successive victories, re-
form, scoffed at the bility of purer
intercollegiate athletics and when the
time came to decide left the I e.
She set out in her belligerence and might
to conquer the East, and she has met
with humiliation and defeat. Now she
uts on the clothes of penitence and asks
?o be received among those she left be-
cause they sought to be pure in heart.

“Her penitence is commendable, but
does it alone qualify her for admission?
Are her athletics clean; will she keep them
clean? Will her policy be of sane re-
form? Will she be a sincere advocate
by word and deed of wholesome inter-
oollegiate athletics? "Will her admission
rove advantageous to the other mem-

rs of the big league? We want from
her a favorab {anondennoo of proof
upon these questions; then possibly we
might favor her admission. Until then
we are content to let her wage war upon
the East and to grow in her penitence.
There will be no invitation to join ex-
tended to her. She must come as a i-
tent should and with a_desire to do in
athletics _whnt. the Big Eight believes to

be right.
