NEW YEAR'S AT WHITE HOUSE

PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT'S LAST
ANNUAL RECEPTION. '

He Shakes Hands With 8,088 Guests, or
3,000 Below the Reverd-—<The Repre-
sentation From Congress Small—The
Public Reception Takes Twe Hours.

WasiiNoroN, Jan. 1.—There was noth-
ing striking or unusual about President
Roosevelt's last New Year's reception
at the White House. Doubtless many
came for this last chance to get at close
quarters with the retiring President and
his wife. The man with the counting
machine found when the event was over
that his total was 6,053 handshakes. This
is nearly three thousand helow the record
for these annual affairs at the White
House, The record was established on
New Year's Day, 1008. Last year's at-
tendance, however, was smaller than that
of to-day.

The reception was begun at the usual
hour, 11 o’clock in the morning, to the
straius of “The President,” blown on
bugles by four marine musicians in uni-
form. Mr, and Mrs. Roosavelt ocame
down the broad stairway at the end of
the first floor corridor and entered the
Blue Room. The procession was led by
