BALKAN SKRY CLEARED U P,

So Says Hritish Forelgn Minister Grey
Vague Hints of Other Dangers, (
Special Cable Lespetch to TRE SUN

Loxpox, Jan, 22.-Sir Edward Grey,
Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs, in |
a speech to-day at Coldstream expressed
relief and satisfaction that an agreement
in principle had been reached bhetween
Austria and Turkey.

“It would be too much to say,” he de-
clared, “that the sky is clear. There
are other clouds still lowering, but in one
part where the clouds were particularly
threatening there is now the most glad-
dening appearance of some blue sky.”

Sir Edward spoke with his customary
caution respecting the future, neither
optimistically nor pessimistically. He
said he would like to see confidence in-
creased among the Powers of Europe.
He admitted thers were some favorahle
features, instancing the Franco-Russo-'
Anglo exchange of confidences, and said |
the knowledge that both Germany and |
Italy had been genuinely working for
peace with reference to Balkan affairs
removed all risk of friction with them.

He trusted that King Edward's coming
visit to the Kaiser would promote con- |
fidence in Berlin in Great Britain's good
intentions and good will.
