Only once were the bankers aroused
from that atmosphere of quiet, which
resembled that of a well ordered, sodate
wounting room. That was when Mr.
Vreeland recalled the services rendared
by New York bankers in the civil war,
gaid that their services in the panic were
vomparable to those in war times and
eulogized J. P. Morgan, “the leading
American banker,® as he described him
The remark was greeted with applanse,
w hich subsided only when Mr. Morgan
arose and bowed his thanks,
