It Is a Reproach to the Country That the
Justices Are Paid se Poorly.

To TR Epiton or Tae Sox—Sir. It ls
to be hoped that the House will take a
broader and wiser view of this question of
the Supremnie Court salaries than the Senate
is disposed to do.

The true standard for such salaries is not
80 much what those able men in the Su-
preme Court could have made if they had
remained at the bar, but “what the country
ought to pay them for the sake of preserv~
ing its own self-respect.”
