sellers from those of liguor dealers, with |
a much Jower rate for those engaged in'

yformer oceupation, At the same time
the domestic wine growers hope to secure |
a tariff on foreign wines more to their
liking, Yesterday afterncon the exeou-
tive committee of the association met
#t the Hotel Breslin and listended to a re-
port made by A, Sharboro of San Fran-
ciseo, pregldent of the Italian-American
Bank and the Manufacturers and Pro-
ducers Association of that city, who
has heen in Europe collecting data on the
subject of wine drinking as a oure for the
liquor evil. Mr. Sharboro was armed

with letters from Ambassacdor Griscom
and many Consuls telling of the lack of
drurlenness in Jdhe wire drinking
countries

Mr. Sbarboro said in his address that he
had taken up the subject “not only for
its enormous commercial value  but
from the moral point of view of educating
the American people in the use of wine
at their meals, which will have the effect
of eventually removing the «un; of
drunkenness [rom our country,

The efforts of the prohibitionists Mr,
Sharl oro dismigsed as failures, alleging
that drunkenness is more rife in the
prohibition States than in the others,
Of his own remedy for the evil, Mr. Sbar-
boro said “it will create a new. pleasant
and health giving indusiry in setzing out
millions of acres of new vineyards tLrough-
out the United States, thus giving profit-
able occupation to millions of industrious
farmers.”

After his trip on the Continent Mr.
Sbarboro visited England and noted in
his speech the difference between it and
the countries he had quitted -difference
in the number of arrests for drunkenness,
which he quoted at 270,000 a year in Eng-
land. In that country, he said, grapes
could be grown only in hothousss, hut
in the United States the case was far dif-
ferent.

“(irapes were firat planted in Cali-
fornia,” he said, “by the Spanish friars
from cuttings imported from Spain and
were found to thrive just as vigorously
as in their mother country. This variety
of gra; e, however, did not make a very
fine wine, but m later years the flnest
varieties of grnpﬂ Were imported from
France, Italy and the Rhine country and
to-day California produces just as {ine, if
not more delicious, wines as those pro-
duced in the most favored wine countries
of kurope. Furthermore, it recently
has a'so been demonstrated that grapes
will grow and that good wine can ba made
in almost every State in the Union.” The
possibilities of this country as a wine pro-
ducer, Mr. Sbarboro placed at 300,000, -
000,000 gallons per annum, with a ulue of
800,000,000, “And this product,” he
added, “will be derived from the hillsides
of our country now generally used only
as sheep pastures,

To achieve this Mr. Sbar horo said that
the grape growers ask for “no subsidy |
or Government aid, which is liberally '
zrumed to, the wine producing countries |

Europe,” but they do ask for “and do—l
'nund that the health giving beve
of the juice of the grape produced
the United States be enooururﬁ;d und'
jrotected by a sufficient t duty
against foreign wine and permitted to
to be sold and digtributed totha people as
freely ag now are sold and distributed
téa and coffde and milk.”

The letter read by Mr. Sbarboro from
Lloyd €. Griscom, American Ambassador
to Rome, said:

I have pleasure in stating that during
my residence in 1taly | have seen very few
cases of drunkenness. _The people as a
whole are accustomied to drink wine at
their meals, which perhaps prevents them
from having a craving for stronger m-.
