In a remarkan!e Marathon race in Madi-
son Square Garden last night Tom Long-
boat, the canadion Indian, defeated Alfred
Shrubb, the English professionnl,

mile. For twenty miles Shrubb loosed a!l
over a winner, but he had set such a fast
pace that he could not stand the gruelling
strain. At that stage of the viace S8hruhh
had a lead of eight lups, having taken n
lead at the start and jacreased it almost
as he plensed.

When he had fintshod twentyv.one miles
and six laps, howavors, Sarabb suddenly
stopped running and walked slow!ly around
the track. As he did so Lougboat cut down
his lead by (wo lups before the Briton began
to run again. In the ninth lap of the next
mile Shrubb did some nore valking and
again repeated ho perforn ce in the
twanty-third nile,
