WasuiNoToN, Feb. 18 —The
Department to-day announced
findings in the oases of two cadets
at West Pdint who were tried by
court-martial necently, In the case of
Cadet Private Carl F. MoKinhney of
the third class the President reduced
the sentence of dismisspl to confinement
to the restrioted limita ustally awarded
to cadets undergoing spedial punishment
until July 16, 1000, He was charged with
being abaent from his quarters without
permission the night of December 26 last.

In the case of Cadet Calvin M. Smith,
a member @f the second class, the Presi-
dent disapproved the findings of the court
and ered that he be reatored to duty.
Cadet Smith was oharged with making
a false statement as to the contents of
the suit case which he was carrying
into the academy after returning from
leave of absence. He was found guilty
of conduct unhecoming an officer and a
