Waenmnaron, Feb, 19.—A reduction in
the tariff on print paper from $8 to §2 a
ton and the admission, duty free, under
certain circumstaunces, of ground wood
pulp and ochemical wood pulp, used in the
manufacture of paper, are important
recommendations embraced in the report
just submitted to the House by the select
committee created to investigate the
subjeot.

The committee recommends a reduction
in customs rates on print paper produced
by countries that do not impose an ex-
port duty or other export charge of any
kind whatsoever upon pulp wood, wood
pulp or printing paper exported to the
U'nited States. It suggests that the fol-
lowing provision be inserted in the new
tariff bill: .

Printing paper, unsized, sized or glued,
suitable for newspaper and books, valued
at not above 2% cents per pound, one-
tenth of 1 cent per pound; valued above
2 cents and not ghove 2% ceuts per pound,
two-tenths of i vent per pound; valued above |
2'4 cents per pound and not above 3 cents
per pound, five-tanths of 1 eent per pound;
valued above 3 cents and not above 4 cents
per pound, six-tenths of 1 cent per pound;
valued above 4 cents and not above 5 cents
per pound, eight-tenths of 1 cent per pound;
valued above 5 cents per pound, 15 per
centum ad valorem:

Provided, That if any country, depen-

THAN $137,000,000.

Authorizes Steps Toward Ralsing the
Maine—-For New Bureau Buollding in
Washington, $3,800,000—-Fer Work
on the Pansma Canal, 38,088,000,

WasuinaroN, Feb. 19.—~More than
$137,000,000 for various public works
is appropriated in the sundry eivil
blll reported to the House to-day. The
Government estimates upon which the
measure was based were in excess of
$163,000,000, The bill contains & number
of items of popular interest. Among them
is a provision authorizing the President,
with the consent of the republie of Cuba,
to invite proposals for removing the
wreck of the battleship Maine from the
harbor of Havana and to communicate
avith Congress as soon as may be praoc-
ticable estimates based upon the pro-
posals received.

The bill carries authority for the con-
struction of a building in Washington at
8 cost of $2,500,000 to accommodate the
Geological Survey, the Reclamation Ser-
vice, the Ueneral Land Office and the
Indian Bureau. It is to be erected under
the supervision of the superintendent of
the Lapitol and to be under the direction
of the Secretary of the Interior,

For continuation of work on the Panama
Canal $39,638,000 is appropriated, or
$4,000,000 more than is carried in the
oyrrent sundry oivil appropriation bill
for that expenditure. There will be a de-
ficiency this year, however, of about
$5,000,000,

The second largest item is $10,574,614
for river and harbor construction work
authorized by law. Another large item
is $18,618,648 for construction of publio
