The Governor
charipioned the idea, Mr. Woodruff op-
posed it The State chairman held that
a system of direct nominations wasn't
practicahle at the present time

The dinner, which was held in the large
ranquet room, attracted the largest at.
tendance in the history of the club. The
Young Republicans have taken much
nterest in the proposed legislation affeot-
nz the selection of candidates, and the
club has a bill of its own that will be pre-
wonted to the Legislature, one that is de-
igned tH preserve party organization
hile achieving the main purpose of direct
pominations Darwin R, Jomes, Jr.,

tives cannot he disputed Such choice
is the essential condition of representa-

ASTRO FORMALLY DEPOSED.

Venezuelan Court Finds Him Guilly of
Plot to Murder Gomez,
Epectal Cable Despaleh o THR SUN.

CAracas, Venezuela, Feb. 20.—As the
result of a decision by the High Federal
Court which was handed down on Thurs-
day Cipriano Castro is no longer President
of Venezuela,

As a matter of faot Gomez succeeded
him some time ago. but the action of the
court officially promulgates the fact that
Castro is no longer a factor in Venezuelan
governmental affairs

Charges were made some time ago
that Castro was at the head of a plot
to assassinate Preaident Gomez. This
plot was hatched after Gomez assumed
office and charges were made to the
court by the Attorney-General that Castro
was the ringleader. After considering
the evidence the oourt rendered a de-
cision declaring Castro guilty.

There is little danger that Castro will
come back to contest the decision, which
under the laws of Venezuela removes
him from any office which he may hold
or claim. o

John's College.

Besides its fame as the oldest bulld
of 8t. John's College, which Is the t
oldest institution of learning in the
country, additional note attaches to
McDowell Hall as one of the residences
of the Colonial Governors of Maryland.

It was commenced in 1744 by Gov.
Thomas Bladen, but the Assembly re-
fused to continue the appropriation. In

The origin of the fire has not been
determined. It spread with great rapid-

| ate Judiclary Committee Says 0t
H Amonnted to Suspending a Law, and
! the President Disregarded His Oath,

: Wasninaron, Febh, 20.-The sub-com-

submitted to the full committee on Mon-
day in response to the Culberson resolu-
| tion directing the committee to investi-
| gate and report whether the President
| exceeded his authority in permitting the
| merger of the Tennessee Coal! and Iron
Company with the United States Steel
Corporation. The report is a sweeping
, condemnation of the President’s action

On the question of whether it should
be submitted to the full committes, Sena-
tor A. B. Kittredge of South Dakota,
Republican, and Senatora Charles A,
Culbersgon of Texas and lee 8. Overman
of North Carolina, Democrats, voted in
the affirmative. The two negative votes
were cast by Senator Clark of Wyoming,
chairman of the Judiciary Committee,
and Senator Dillingham of Vermont.

Among the findings reported by the
committee are: “That the Tennessee
Coal, Iron and Railroad Company was ab-
sorbed by the United States Steel Corpo-
ratior on or about November 5, 1907; that
the stock of the Tennessee corporation
when acquired was quoted around 80,
while the bonds given in exchange were
quoted five or six points higher,” from
which the committee concludes that the
price paid for the stock of the Tennessee
company was about one-fifth more than
the market quotation,

The committee conoludes from the cor-
respondence that passed between the Presi-
dent and the Attorney-General and from
other testimony submitted that the
President actually approved of the pro-
posed merger. It finds also that the
firm of Moore & Schley did not hold as
assets, as ropresented to the President
by officers of the Steel Corporation, any
of the stock of the Tennessee Coal and
Iron Company, The conolusion is also
reached in the report that the Tennessoe
Coal and Iron Compapy was driven to
make terms with the Steel Corporation
and that the holders of the securities of
the first named company were nnwilling
to sell to the Steel Corporation until they
*were foroed to do so.

The committee denies that there ia
any warrant for the statement that the
merger was necessary to save the firm
of Moore & Schley. The committee holds
that ‘the acquisition of the Tennessee
corporation was very valuable to the
United States Steél Corporation and
practically gives it the control of 624
per cent. of the total supply of high grade
iron ore in the country, having added
to its estimated holdings of ¢4 per cent.
18}4 per cent. represented by the hold-
ings of the Tennessee corporation. This
is characterized as a monopoly which
will ultimately give to the Steel Cor-
Ipornkm the practical control of the ore
| supply of the United States

| . The committee concludes that the prop-
| erty is very valuable, being worth several
! hundred million dollars, and gives to the
Steel Corporation as a result of the mer-
ger the control of the open hearth output
of steel rails, the ultimate control of the
iron, ore supply of the country and a
monopoly of the iron and steel trade of
the South, and eliminates a very strong
competitor.

In its conclusions of law the sub-
committee practically says that the
President was not authorized to permit
the merger and that his action in per-
mitting it amounted to annulling or sus-
pending a law and that in so doing the
President disregarded his oath to see
that the laws “be faithfully executed.”
The point is made that the President is

forcing the laws, because this is a gov-
ernment of laws and not of persons.

ART AMONG THE ARTICHOKES.

———

Italian Farmer Buys $2.000 Plet, Digs
U p $100,000 Fountain,
Special Cable Despateh fo T'RR Sun.

Rome, Feb. 20.—-Six months ago a
Neapolitan bought for $2,000 a plot of land
four miles outside of Rome whioh was to
be devoted to the growing of artiohokes.
While digging recently he discovered a
large marble fountain six feet high and six
feet in diameter with a frieze of dancing
girls in bas relief around it, evidently the
product of a (reek chisel.

Despite the finder's efforta to keep the
discovery secret the Archmological De-
partment heard of it and sent a committee
to investigate. This committes valued
the discovery at $100,000. The Govern-
ment, which is legally entitled to purchase
these finds at three-fourths of their value,
offered the farmer $75,000.

But the vahie of the discovery was evi-
dently purposely underestimated and
the farmer refused to part with it at
the price named. He aleo refused to
allow any further excavating by the de-
partment. The Government is waiting
for the farmer to come down in his de-
mands. Meanwhile the fountain is de-
teriorating from the exposure.

COOPER DESCRIBES KILLING

ADMITS HE SHOT CARMACK AND
SHOWS HIS OWN WOUNDS.

Borrowed Pistel Day of Tragedy, Expeots
Ing Treuble Because of Father's Quar.
rel With Editor—Were Going to See
Governer Pattersen as Peacemaker,

Nasavirie, Tenn., Feb. 20.—In the
trial of Col. Duncan B. Cooper, Robin
J. Cooper and John D. Sharp for the
murder of ex-Senator Carmaok, Robin
J.Cooper, the central figure of the tragedy,
the one who, according to his own admis-
sion, shot Mr. Carmaok, was the only
witness examined to-day.

Young Cooper, who spoke in a olear
voice, with the refined wocent of a oul-
tured man, called his father “Papa®
throughout his testimony. He is a
slender, boyish, clear cut looking youth.
He gave his name, his age 27, nis pro-
fession as a lawyer

Six hundred men and women crowded
the floors of the rotunda and the gallery
and even congregated outside the win-
dows. The crowd became so great that
Judge Hart, having received warning
from the architects of the new ocourt
building that the balustrade was being
overtaxed, instructed the officers to clear
out the spectators and lock the doors.

The morning mist had scarcely cleared
away before people bégan hastening
toward the Court House.

The doors were opened at § o'clook, and
the throng made a rush, which continued
not only until every seat was fllléd but
every available foot of space within‘the
bar was ooccupied.

80 great was the congestion that Mrs.
Carmack, who has been under a very
severe nervous strain for days, fainted.

Aside from the statement by Robin
Cooper of the circumstanoes prior to and
immediately after the tragedy, a notable
feature of the day's prooceedings was the
exhibition of the clothing he wore at the
time he shot ex-Senator Carmack and was
himself wounded by two shots from a re-
volver in the hand of the Senator. He
identified each garment, at the same time
indicating the location of the wound. He
parrated at length the meeting with his
father on the morning of the day Mr. Car-
mack was killed, saying that his father
had said concerning Carmack's editorial
references to him that Mr. Carmack had
no right to assail him and that he had a
right to protect himself.
