Ridicules Same of Secretary Straus's Re-
marks Concerning Immigratien.

ALBANY, March 2.—Dr. Albert Warren
Ferris, president of the State Commis-
sion in Lunacy, sent to-day to President
Roosevelt a reply to the letter in which
the President said that the accusations
Dr. Ferris made against Secretary Straus
were wholly without warranrt or justi-
fication.

Dr. Ferris refers te having received a
copy of the “hasty, ill considered and
juvenile answer” of Secretary Straue.
Dr. Ferris discusses more at length some
of the features of his answer as made
yesterday. He says:

“A remarkable document issued from

Edward Byrnes, who shot and killed
Detective Sergeant John B. Goldhammer
of the Central Office at 1270 First avenue

After the jury' had been "dut tweuntly
minutes it returned a verdiot that Gold-
hammer’s death was caused by a pistol
shot, the pistol having been held in the
hand of Byrnea.

Bertha Mendel, sister of the dead
man, fainted, Goldhammer, taken before
Coroner Harburger, apologimed, saying
{ that he had lost his head. The Coroner
did not insist on his arrest.
