BILL NOT LIKELY TO GO TO
THE HOUSE ON MONDAY.

The Chief Concern of Its Framers Is to
Provide RMevenue for Gevernment's
Immediate Needs—-Payment of Over
. 850,000,000 Walts for Want of Cash,

WaAsSHINOTON, March 12.—The Ways and
Means Committee devoted the entire day
to the consideration of the tariff bill. One
of the members of the committes said
that the bill would hardly go to the House
Monday. He expressed the opinion that
most of that day would be taken up with
matters of reorganization and that even
were the bill ready it would probably not
be submitted before Tuesday There
has been more secrecy to-day than here-
tofore and it is expected that less informa-
tion will find its way to the public here-
after ooncerning schedules until the bill
is actually made public.

The principal concern of those who
are framing the measure is to provide
revenue for the immnediate needs of* the
Government. For this reason the ques-
tion of internal revenue taxes is receiv-
ing considerable attention. An in=
creased tax on beer would mean an in-
crease of the revenues almost from the
day the bill became a law. If a dollar
a barrel is added to the present tax a
revenue of $40,000,000 annually would
be insured, and that would mean an
addition of over $3,000,000 a month to
the receipts, beginning' with the day
the bill went into effect. There would
be no necessity of awaiting for read-
justments of imports to normal condi-
tions, such as follow changing the law
with respect to customs duties. g

Much concern is shown around the
Treasury Department over financial con-
ditions. The fears that the Government
may be driven to the extremity of a bond
issue are being freely expressed and the
grave situation has been laid before the
Ways and Means Committee within the
last twenty-four hours. There is ques-
tion in the mindas of Treasury experts
as to whether the addition of the war
taxes of 1808 would furnish the neces-
sary revenues. It was reported to-day
that over $50,000,000 of claims ingsthe
Government are now due and payable
but have heen postponed by the Treasury
officers for want of ready cash.

A statement was made to-day from an
authoritative source that if outstanding
Government claims now due were met
the Government would have on hand a

WAY TO PEACE IN KINGS.

“Committee of Safety Sheald Centrol
Until Confidence in Organizatien Is
Restored, He Sa)s—Then Ciroume
stances Wiil Select the Best Leader.

The Democratic harmony committee
in -Brooklyn—three supportera and two
foes of Senator McCarren—which has been
at work for two months, held an open
seasion last night at the Thomas Jefferson
headquarters and ex-Justice Augustus
Van Wyck, who was prominent in the
oouncils of the party in Kings county, over
forty years ago, made a peace talk an
hour and a half long.

There was a large attendance of men of
both factions. Mr. Van Wyck spoke on
the history of the organization in Kings
county and made special reference to the
crisis through which it passed away back
in 1839, when Hugh McLaughlin volun-
tarily retired from the leadership so as
to heal the factional wounds and through
such action put the party in & position to
recover the ground it had lost and gain
fresh victories, Continuing, he said:

1 construe the appointment of this com-
mittee on the motion of the present leader
to be a virtual declaration that his attitude
is the same as that of his predecessor in a
like emergency.

The then regular and independent gen-
eral committees named a committee of
180, each appointing 75 thereof, composed
of lawyers, orators, merchants and business
men, as well as those who were active in

The
spirit of party unity, strength and useful-
ness should prevail.

Vest the leadership for the time being in
a committece of safety or management, to
take charge of the party affairs until after
the fall election. Let this committee he
composed of Democrats of character and
standing in the community, so that none will
suspect the good faith of their conduect.

Let the committee of safety in every
district where there is a contest in the pri-
maries in the year 1900 select the inspectors
to conduct the same. Let them bhe such
men as will satisfy both sides, dividing
them equally among the suitable, honorable
and honest men of each contesting faction.

Let this committee of safety consent to
the nomination of none but worthy men.

Let the problem of leadership of the
next general committee be left to the evo-
lution from the old and new forces thus
brought togeiher, and then he, whatever
his name may be, will deserve the support
of all in the leadership thus rightfully cre-
ated.

From what I have just said about the
future leadership of the organization you
will not, of course, understand me as being
either in favor of or against any man who
has held or is likely to hold that position.
