NEW RULES OF WAR AT SEA.

Captured Ships May Be Sunk Sometimes;
Contraband at Any Time.
Special Cable Desnaich to TRE SUN.

LoxpoN, March 15.—The decisions of
the International Naval Conference, which
ended here a few days ago, were pub-
lished to-day. Briefly speaking they
are opposed to what has hitherto been
the established usages of Great Britain.

They decree that in certain circum-
stances, including the pursuit of a captor,
the capture .may be sunk, subject only
to the question of compensation if sunk
wrongfully.” but what is termed abso-
lute contraband may be sunk at any time
under any circumstances.

Exhaustive lists have been framed
of what is and what is not contraband
under three categories. Foodstuffs are
contraband in neutral ships only when
directly consigned to military forces.
All neutral vessels coming within a block-
ade may be seized.

BIG KRUPP WORKS FOR MEXICO

To Make Smokeless Powder and Guncot-
ton—Coast Defence Plans.

Mgexi1co City, March 15.—Arrangements
have just been completed by the Wor
Department with the Krupp Company of
Germany for the installation of an exten-
sion to the Mexican military powder
works at Santa Fé, a short distance from
this city, for the purpose of manufacturing
smokeless powder and g\u'ﬁtotbon. *The
news of the final arrangements havin
been concluded comes coincident wit!
the completion of the guartera that will
house the machinery. Fourteen buildin,
of steel and zine, built in accordance wi
the requirements for the manufacture of
powder, have been erected on the banks
of a littie stream on the outskirts of Santa

Mexico's first attempt to fortify her
harbors with modern rifles will be under-
taken at Salina Cruz. A commission has
just been named to draw plans for the
nstallation of disappearing guns and the
erection of proper fortifications, and it is
said that other ports will be treated in a
similar manner as rapidly as possible.

Work on the Salina Cruz fortifications
is expected to begin in six months.

DIG INTO MONTREAL SCANDALS,

Royal Commission of Inquiry to Be Ap-
pointed on Court Ruling.

MoNTREAL, March 15.—The appoint-
ment of a royal commission to inves-
tigate the admiuistration of the civic
affairs of Montreal is unanimously recom-
mended to the Lieutenant-Governor in
council by the Court of Appeals of the
Province of Quebec.

16,- 1908,
T0 SAVE NICARAGUAN PRIDE|

FOR ZELAYA'S BACKDOWN.

He Is Posing Now as the Party Fearing
Attack—Mere U. 8, Warships for Cen-
tral America—Maybe a Special Com-
missioner—Emery Setflement Near.

WasHINGTON, March 15.—The dificulties
in Central America which have been
bothering the State Department during
the last week are about to be settled.
Sefior Espinoea, the Nicaraguan Minister
to Washington, conferred with Secretary
of State Knox this afternoon. He will
have other conferences shortly and the
statesmanship of the t®o countries will
be directed toward the momentous prob-
lem of procuring just what this Govern-
ment wants and at the same time preserv-
ing the national honor and integrity of
Nicaragua in the eyes of the world and par-
ticularly in the eyes of the people of
Nicaragua itself.

Sefior Espinosa told the Seoretary of
State to-day that peace and tranquillity
prevail in Nicaragua. He said most em-
phatically that Nicaragua was not prepar-
ing for war and had no desire to engage in
hostilities with any one. The great
military activity in His country, explained
the Minister, was purely defensive and
President Zelaya sought to do nothing
except prepare himself “for attack by
menacing nations in his section of the
world. i

Sefior Espinosa’s explanation is entirely
new to the State Department. It is un-
officially regarded as a fine bit of diplo-
matic sidestepping. The Department's
fdvicu from Central America have never

ndicated that any country was threat-
ening Nicaragua. On the contrary, it
seemed that the whole Yfumpus was caused
by Zelaya's desire to attack Salvador
and possibly Costa Rica. The Minister
now declares, however, that not one sin-
gle solitary soldier will set his foot outside
of Nicaraguan territory unless Nicaragua
ia attacked by some foe.

Regarding the Emery case, which the
State Department insists must be arbi-
trated speedily, the Minister said ghat his
Government wished to settle the matter.
£ negotiations will be reopened and it is
pretty certain that a satisfactory conclu-
sion will be reached. The Minister is to
communicate with his Government. He
will call at the Department again to-
morrow or next day.

Further explanations of the attitude
of the United States with regard to the
Emery claim were obtained to-day. The
State Department A holds that the arbi-
tration of the validity of the annulment
of the concession alone, as Nicaragua
desiros, wouid be futile without con-
sideration of the payment of damages
which the company deoclares it has suf-
fered. Nicaragua wants to> know how
much these damages are said to be. The
State Department says it does not
know, and for this reason the point must
be submitteed to the arbitration tribunal
for adjustment.

The State Department has about de-
cided to send some special envoy to
Nicaragua to look into conditions there
and to reach an adjustment of all ques-
tions. Who this will ke has not been
decided. Several names have been men-
tioned in the gosasip, including those of
William 8. Buchanan, Francis B. Loomis,
ex-Gov. Magoon of Cuba and John Bar-
rett.

Mr. QOfegory, the American Chargé
d’Affaires at Managua, cabled to-day
that he had informed the Government
of Nicaragua of his recall to Washington,
He said that he was busy arranging for
transportation. The advices from Mr.
Gregory indicate that h»s is being treated
rather roughly in Managua. It isurder-
stood that his mail is being tampered
with and that generally his position has
become intolerable. Mr. Gregory also
reported that 6,000 Nicaraguan troops
had been mobilized on the frontier and
that extraordinary military operations
were going on at Corinto, where four
gunboats and several auxiliary oraft
have been assembled. The Department
also had additional advices that the
countries around Nicaragua were getting
excited.

The situation was such that it was
decided to send two more warships to
the Pacific side. Acoordingly instruc-
tions were sent to the armored cruisers
Washington and Maryland to remain on
the west coast. The Maryland is at
Acajutla and the Washington at Corinto.

The gunboat Yorktown is on her way
to Amapala and the Dubuque and Tacoma
have by this time reached the Caribbean
coast. The whole Pacifio fleet is on the
west coast and could quickly be brought
to the scene of trouble if necessary.
Rear Admiral Swinburne is in San Sal-
vador, where he and the officers accom-
panying him met with an enthusiastic
reception.

Despatches were sent out from the State
Department this morning to the American
diplomatic establishments in Salvador,
Honduras, Costa Rica and Guatemala.
The American diplomats in those coun-
trieswere instructed to inform the Govern-
ments there of the position that the United
States has taken in the present matter.
Replies are expected to-morrow or
next day, and the United States will
probably receive the hearty acquiescence
of all these republics.
