THE HESS-SCHROEDER QU ARTET
First

Performance Here of a Simple

Screnade by Sinigagiia.

The final concert of the Heas-8chroeder
Quartet, postponed from March 3, took
place last night at Mendelssohn Hall.
The programme consisted of Sochubert’s
D minor quartet, Sinigaglia's serenade
for violin, violaand 'cello, artd Beethoven's
quartet in G major, opus 18, No. 2. The
Sinigaglia number was performed for
the first time here. It is in four move-
ments, officially entitled allegro mode-
rato, intermezzo, egloga, and capriccio.
The music is of a very simple and unpre-
tentious nature Indeed it seems as if
it might be undue severity even to con-
sider it seriously. It might be something
like breaking butterflies on a wheel.

There is no use in trying to be profound
about a serenade unless you know who is
the object of this delicate attention. If
it is a Juliet or an Jsolde the serenade may
be a pretty important matter, but if it is
the heroine of a best seller or the principal
woman in a Broadway musical comedy
then Mr. Sinigaglia is the man for the
task. There is some effective writing for
the three instruments in the serenade
but its ingenuity is on well established
lines. The composition belongs to the
class which might be suitable to a “popu-
lar” concert, if trios were in the habit of
occupying their idle time in such places.

The playing of the quartet in the
Shubert number did not fulfil the promise
of earlier concerta. Much of it was de-
ficient in rhythmic crispness, and the
leader of the organization wasted much of
his valuable time in playing out of tune.
