Mr. Wickersham asays in
Liis letter to Morris & Co. that other beef
packers are guilty of the same practice
of fictitious valuation, but the investi-
gation of other companies’ methods
has not proceeded far enough to establish
the faots. :

The tone of the Attorney-General's
leiter to Morris & Co. may be regarded |
Ly the business and commercial world
as highly significant, for it is in striking
contrast to certain official communica-
rions addressed to violators of the Federal
statutes under the Roosevelt administra-
tion.  Mr. Wickersham's letter simply
calls for the correction of an abuse
without recourse to prosecution, and by
implication at least he disavows any |
wish to prosecute if the end can be ac-!
complished by peaceable means which
will cause no disturbance of business,
The letter is as follows:

letters were from several persons of repu-
tation in the Nicaraguan capital. They
all coinocided as to the particulars of the
indignities put upon the American
diplomat.

They said that Mr. Gregory was watched
by spiea day and night and that soldiers
were stationed at every entrance of his
residence, the American legation. When-
ever he left the legation he was shadowed.
The agents of the Nicaraguan dictator
were none too polite in their surveillance
and on many occasions minor officers of
the Zelaya Government openly insulted
Mr. Gregory.

The despatches of the American lega-
tion were both interrupted and confiscated |
and on several occasions, it is said, Mr. |
Gregory was not allowed to enter the
dictator’s palace when summoned to look
after the interests of the Americans of
the country. It is said that this treat- |
ment of the representative of the United |
States is only a part of the policy of |
Zelaya to drive Americans out of the coun-
try. Every occasion is taken, it is said,
to impress them with the fact that they
are not welcomed in Nicaragua.
WASBHINGTON, April 11.—John H
Gregory, Jr., former secretary of lega-
tion and United States Chargd d'Affaires
at Managua, Nicaragua, has been in Wash- i
ington for several weeks preparing a
report upon political conditions in Nica-
raugua. Mr. Gregory was recalled on
March 12 last because of the strained

of the negotiations for the settlement
of the Emery claim.

JMr. Gregory had several conferences
with Secretary of State Knox shortly
after his arrival in Washington in which
he gave a detailed account of the treat-
ment he had received in Managua. The
details of this report have never been
made public, but it is known that the
Nicaraguan Government tampered with '
Mr. Gregory’s official despatches and did |
other things to harass him.

The post at Managua has not been a
comfortable one for the American diplo-
matio representative for some time.
Last summer the Nicaraguan Govern-
ment made it so hot for J. G. Coolidge,
then Minister there, that he asked to be
transferred. The State Department was
unable to comply with this request and
Mr. Coolidge resigned from the diplo-
matio service rather than remain at
