fully 500 persons were waiting to file
through the crape hung room in which
lay the body of Lieut.

Probebl{ the East Side
has never had a funeral to eclipse the
one that will move from the Mott street
Pro-Cathedral after the solemn high
requiem mass has been said at 11 o’clook
this morning.

SHUN THE APPOINTEDPASTOR
METHODISTS GO TO A HALL

Leaving Minister Whom Conference Sent
to Bernardsville to Preach to Empty
Pews—Congregationalist Who Leads
Reecalcitrants Disputes Bishop's Word.

Morrisrown, N. J., April 11.—The bell
didn’t ring at the Bernardsville Methodist
Church to-day because the sexton wasn’t
on his job, He refused to go to church,
as did 200 parishioners. They went over
to Manker's Hall, a few yards from the
church, where from an improvised pulpit
a sermon was delivered by the Rev. John
W. Morgan, the Congregational dominie,
who has been called by the members of
the church as their pastor.

The Newark Methodist Conference, in
session last week, refused to recognize
Mr. Morgan and appointed the Rev,
Thomas T. Crawford to the charge, but
the Bernardsville Methodists deolare they
won't be dictated to by a conference, as
they pay all the bills and want something
to say as to who shall be their pastor.
And it's Mr. Morgan, or nobody, they say.

When the Rev. Mr. Crawford went to
the church this morning he found its
doors open and a baker’s dozen of people
inside. He preached an Easter sermon
to them. It was strictly a Bible dis-
course and no reference was made to the
existing troubles. - In his prayer, how-
ever, the preacher asked for a blessing
upon the church and its members. One
of the “Crawfordites”— that's what they
call the members who are standing by the
conference action—volunteered to take
up a ocollection and some pieces of silver
were dropped on the plate.

Over in Manker’s Hall there was a col-
lection taken which loaded down the plates
and when counted was found to be enough
to keep the pastor and his family three
weeks in good style. Besides this the
supporters of the Rev. Mr. Morgan
pledged themselves to an amount large
enough to pay him a year’s salary of |
$1,200. And besides this a member of
this congregation, whose name has been
kept from the public, has promised to
give an amount sufficient to build a church
for the Rev. Mr. Morgan. This, it was
stated to-day, will be done at once.
