The Rev. Mr. Wasson of Riverhead, Advo-
cate of Liguer License, Resigus.
RivermxaD, L. L., April 13.—As a con-

sequence of personalities passed in the
days before last Tuesday’s election, when
he was under temperance fire as the chief
advocata of rum on Long Island, the Rev.
William A. Wasson, rector of Grace Epis-
copal Church, Riverhead, has resigned
from the Suffolk County Ministerial Broth-
erhood. In his letter of resignation he
lets it appear that he is hurt by the things
that were said about him by his brother
preachers when campaigning was hot.

The Rev. Willard T. Harmon, the pastor
of the Riverhead Congregational Church
and the leader of the temperance forces
in the recent disaster, is the man said to
be responsible for the Rev. W. A. Wasson's
step. The Rev. Mr. Wasson says that the
Rev. Mr. Harmon wrote during the cam-
paign certain things that had much more
to do with the Rev. Mr. Wasson’s reputa-
tion than with the cause of temperance.
The Rev. Mr. Harmon wrote a pamphlet
dealing of the rum demon and the Rev.
Mr. Wasson about even measure. It was
published at the cost of the temperance
campaigners and circulated all over the
county. $

The brotherhood accepted the Rev.
Mr. Wasson'’s resignation last night at its
regular meeting without comment, the
Rev. Mr. Harmon presiding, and pro-
ceeded to other businees, which happened
to be the adoption of a protest to Gov.
Hughes against the proposed Sunday
opening.

The Rev. Mr. Wasson’s letter of resig-
nation waa as follows:

1 hereby tender my resignation as a
member of the Suffolk County Ministerial
Brotherhood. My reason, and the only
reason, for taking this action is that the
Rev. Willard T. Harmon, who organized
the brotherhood and is now its secretary,
made a wanton and cowardly attack on
my character as a man, a citizen and a
clergyman during the recent local option
contest,

The Rev. Mr. Harmon did this not in the

and wilfully in a pamphlet which he pub-
lished . and circulated extensively among
the people of Riverhead.

Much as 1 would like to continue my
relations with the brotherhood my self-
respect will not permit me to retain my
membership in any organization in which
the Rev. Mr. Harmon is the leading spirit.

VAST CANADIAN SEEDING.

Grain Acreage to Be Doubled in Many
Places—0Ootober Price 1.09%.

WinNipEG, April 13.—The first crop
report for the season of 1909 was issued
by the Canadian Pacific Railway to-day.
It shows that the farmers in the West
are busily preparing for seeding the grain
for this summer’s crop. It is anticipated
by the company’sagents thata verymuch
larger acreage will be sown this year.
In one case 100 per cent. more will be
sown. From Lethbridge comes word
that seeding started in the middle of
March and that 100 per cent. more land is
being seeded than last vear. A very
large acreage of fall wheat has been sown.

OPERATORS AND THE UNION.
New Statement of the Attitude of the

Anthracite Men.

President Baer of the Philadelphia and
Reading Railroad was in New York yes-
terday again and had a conference with
the presidents of the anthracite coal
carrying railroads. It was said that it
had nothing to do with the meeting on
Monday at which a committee of eleven
was appointed to formulate a policy for
the operators, but was the usual weekly
talk over the situation.

It was said that the committee of eleven
met after the meeting of fifty operators
on Monday at the offices of the Trunk
Lines Association and formally organized.
Up to last evening no date had n set,
for the first regular meeting of the com-
mittee. This statement was issued on be-
half of the anthracite operators yester-
day, explaining their position foward
the mine workers more fully than the one
issued after the meeting of Monday:

The fifty or more operators present,
including a ‘large number of individual
operators, wera still willing to renew the
agreement entered into in 1908, te have it
signed now as it was signed then--by repre-
sentatives of the anthracile operators on
the one side and representatives of the
anthracite mine workers on the other.
What the operators were not willing to do
was to make a contract with an organiza-
tion controlled by men in bituminous coal
mining, & competitive industry which bene-
fits directly from every misfortune suffered
by the anthracite industry. :

It should not be undertsood from this
that the operators oppose organization
among their employvees. The attitude of
the operators toward this question now is
the same as that in which they were upheld
by the strike commission of 1902, as related
in the official reports of that tribunal. The
mine workers were advised by the commis
sion to make in their crganization certain
changes which might justify the operators
in dealing with it. These recommendations
have not been adopted and there exist now
exactly the same reasons against “recogni-
tion” which seemed good and sufficient to
the commission appointed by the President
of the United States.

FAJ'AL EASTER RIOT.

Twenty-five Persons Killed at Velardena,
Mexico—-Mayor's Mistake.

DurANGO, Mexico, April 13.—More
than one hundred men who were arrested
at Velardena, this State, on the charge
of participating in the Easter riot at
that place, were brought here to-day
and placed in jail. It is stated that more
than twenty-five persons were tkilled in
the riot, which grew out of the efforts
of the Chief of Police and his officers to
disperse a religious parade through the
streets of the town in violation of the laws
of reform. Most of the participants in
the riot were employees of the amelui
of the American Smelting and Refinin
Company at Velardena. '

TORREON, Mexico, April 13.—A carload
of troops has been sent to Valardena, a
mining camp in this State, to quell a riot
mneﬁ there on Saturday because the
Mayor refused to let tha:populace burn
images of Judas in connection with the
Easter celebration. These burnings are
always accompanied by rowdyism and
the Mayor declined to permit the cele-
 bration this year as a precaution against
| trouble.

He only created trouble, however, for
on Saturdui; night & mob set fire to his
house and burned it, and when the gen-
darmes were called they were stoned,
The gendarmes fired at the crowd and
dispersed it, but fires were started in
other localities and numerous people
were attacked.
