CURRENT SPORTING GOSSIP

UNUSUAL PROBLEM MUST BE
SOLVED BY MANAGER STALLINGS

Seleetion of the Highlanders® Second
Baseman Is a Puzzie Just Now, With
Engle and Gardner a Close Fit—Jeane
nette Issues a Sweeping Challenge.

Manager Stallings of the Highlanders
has a problem to solve just now which will
put his usually sound baseball judgment
to a severe test.
he must decide upon the man who will play
second base permanently. It is not often
that a major league manager is puzzled by
this sort of a proposition, for skilled second
basemen are usually fixtures on the crack
teams from year to year. The Clevelands
have their Lajoie, the Giants their Doyle,
the Chicago Cubs their Johnny Evers, the
Detroits their (Germany Schaefer, the St.
Louis Browns their Jimmy Williamas and
the Cincinnati Reds their Miller Huggins,
but as the matter stands at present the
Highlanders, with the pennant race under
way and the local season to open at the Hill-
top to-morrow afternoon, have no regular
second baseman to act as the time honored
and necessary keystone of the infield de-
fences.

When Manager Stallings took hold of the
team nearly two months ago he had second
base material in Gardner, Engle, Ward,
Ball, Laporte and Austin. Austin has since
developed into a star all around inflelder,
who will be used as first substitute for Third
Baseman Elberfeld in case the latter suffers
an injury. Ball received a thorough trial
at the bag, but has been shelved because
of a fatal weakness with the bat; though no
fault has been found with his flelding.
Laporte, a big hitter, has also been put
to a test and has fallen down hard, 8o much
8o that it will not be at all surprising if he
is traded to some other club. Ward, another
good batsman who has been out of vondi-
tion because of illnesa all the spring, is
capable of playing shortstop or third base,
having made good in both places in past
seasons, but to place him on second base
will be purely an experiment when he is
able to play with his usual speed again.
Sifted down in this way therefore the solu-
tion of the problem appears to lie between
Clyde Engle, the bulky fellow who has been
playing a star gama in left fleld, and Earl
Gardner, the young man who came to the
Highlanders from the Hartford Club las*
fall and played the bag in really brilliant
fashion. Gardner was ill during the greater
part of the Southern trip, so that he dropped
out of the manager's calculations, but he has
gradually recovered his strength and in
Sunday’'s game with the Jersey City team
he put up a superb exhibition in the field.
Experts who have seen Gardner under full
headway say that he possesses the same
akjll that has made Evers of the Cubs one
of the best second basemen that has ever
been seen in fastscompany; but there seems
to be some doubt as to Gardner's prowens

a8 a hitter. _For that reason it is Stallings’s
idea to put Engle on second base because of
his batting and also for the reason that the
big fellow showed much skill as an infielder
with the Newark te am last season.

Af young Cree had not succeeded in
clinching one of the outfleld positions be-
cause of his brilliant work in Philadelphia
and Washington Gardner would doubt-
less have been selected to play second base,
for Engle could not have been taken out
of left fleld. But as Hemphill is too valu-
able a man to remain on the bench he will
resume his work in centre fleld and Cree
will supplant Engle in left. Engle is not
in the same cl with Gardner as a fleider
at the second bag, however, so that Stall-
ings is in a decidedly odd predicament.

BASEBALL BRIBER KNOWN.

National Cemmission Wil Tell league
Clubs His Name.

CiNCINNATI, Ohio, April 19.—The National
Baseball Commission at its meeting to-day
rendered the following decision in a very
celebrated case.

“In re the bribery ocharges pertaining to
the game played between the Chicago and
New York National League clubs on the
Palo Grounds last October.

“This matter was referred to the National
Commission by the National League and per-
tains to certain statements made by Um-
pires Klem and Johnstone of an attempt
made last fall to bribe them with reference
to a game that they umpired and which
took place between the Chicago and New
York National League clubs on the“Polo
Grounds. We have madea full and thor-
ough examination of all the matters that
have been presented for our consideration
with reference to this subject. We believe
that the statements as made by the umpires
are true and that an effort was made to
bribe them with reference to their duties.

“The same, however, was unsuccessful
and the umpires are deserving of the highest
commendation not only on the part of the
National Commission but of all\those who
are interested in organized baseball as well.
In this matter the commission would not
hesitate a moment to institute a most rigid

rosecution against the offender if they

ad the power to do so and the corroborative
testimony to sustain the charges as made
by the umpires. We feel, however, that in
the absence of this the party charlaod with
this offence by the umpires should not go
unpunished and for that reason we will
furnish to ewery major league club owner
the name of the person who attempted this
offence, with instructions to such c¢lub
owners to bar him from their respective
grounds for all time to came. We recom-
mend that a copy of this finding be trans-
mitted to the president of the National
League, to the president of the American
League, to the Rresld»pt of each National
League club, to the president of each Ameri-
can League club and to the secretary of
the nationa)] association for promulgation.”

Five Hundred Members of Ninth Regiment
* to Be Carried in Une Hundred Motor
Cars—Hillside Avenue Secured feor

This will be
ademonstration of the practicability of using
automobiles to carry troopa from one point
to another in case of emergency. The plan
is to take about five hundred members of
the Ninth Regiment from their armory on
Fourteenth street to some point yet to be
selected. About one hundred cars will be
used to carry the troops and upper Broad-
way will be included in the route to be
covered.
