PHILADRLPHIA, April 27.--President
Taft attended a dinner at the Union
League to-night in memory of the eighty-
seventh anniversary of the birth of
Ulysaes 8. Grant. \ -

The guest list included about 350 citi-
zens of Philadelphia who are members !
of the Union Leaguse, and all of theae at-
tended a reception given by President
Taft in the clubhouse just before the
banquet . . ' .

The train which brought President Taft
to Philadelphia was delayed for more
than half an hour at Wilmington by the
loss of a drawhead from» one of the cars,
and the President did not get here until
7 o’clock.

He was met at Weat Philadelphia by
._comitmo of citizens who rode with
him to the Broad Street Station, where
automobiles were waiting for him and
the membera of his party. Outside the
station was the ' famous Philadelphia
City Troop, the brilliantly uniformed
horsemen of which saluted the President
a8 he entered his conveyance. Mr. Taft
was driven directly to the house of the
Union League and the reception to mem-
bers began upon his arrival.

The house was elaborately decorated,
a great quantity of cut flowers and many
colored electric lights being used.

The banquet hall was decorated with
flowera and flags and the scene was
brilliant when the President entered.

The keynote of President Taft's speech
was the political regeneration of the
South. His remarks on this subject were
not very pointed, but they showed plainly
what was in Mr. Taft's mind. At one
point he implied with much clearness
that the negro question was the question
which kept a majority of the Southern
geop_le from the :-Republican fold. The

resident expressed the hope, neverthe-
lees, that there might be brought about
before long a more perfect union between
the North and the South. This clocer,I
union, Mr. Taft indicated, will be of a ;
political character.

Applause punctuated the President's
spaech throughout, and at the close the
hanqueters arose, waving their napkins
and cheering for several minutes. resi-
dent Taft spoke as follows:

They said that Grant had not the military |
genius that other Generals displayed in |
the war. |

In. my opinion his mind and brain repre-
sented the very genius of the war to sup-
press the rebellion, because it was his mind
that grasped the thought that until we
had fought it out with our brave oppo-
nents and fought them as soldiers, until
we' donvinced them by our strength that
the battle was hopelesz, we could not ex-
pect io have a united country. And here-
fore from the time he began in Belmont
until he accepted the surrender of l.ee at
Appomattox, he fought not cities, no!
points of strategy. but fought the enemy
and foughs and fought and fought, nuntil
he wore ost the opposition, because only |
by wearing them ouf could he hope to bring
about the condition in which there should
be complete peace,

What ] wished particularly to dwell uppn
to-night was the spirit of that peace at
Appomattox, represented on the one hand
by the magnanimity and far sightedness of
Grant and by the self-restraint and courage
and far sighted patriotism, for that. it was,
on the part of Lee, in bringing the struggle
to a finish,

1hat spirit at Appomattox, is to-da y I
trusi, triumphant. Eetween the two lead-
eors it existed when the terms of the sur-
render were signed, but it was impossible
under the conditions that that spirit should
control and make itself immediately mani-
fest between tha two sections. The con-
ditions were such that that could not be.
The remnants of slavery, the¥distressed
condition of the South and the feéling
that had been wrou ght between the two
sectjions could not be . downed by the mere
esprassion of two such leaders as Grant
and lee, and it was necessary, | suppose,
. that we should go through that thirty or
joprty vears in order that the rent which
wie made 1o the foundations of our coun-
try and of our civilization should be re-
united in a common country with a com-
non apirit,

Butwhat | mean to point out is that that
spirit we now rejoice in, as we find between
the Lwo sections no remaining. bitterness,
1w a spirit that as between the two great
comman ders existed the day that they
shook hands and signed the terms of sur-
yender. It is a matter that | have very
mich at heart. 1 believe it is possible
to make tne two sections even closer
together,

Speaking' from the standpoint,-l hope,
of real patriotic. intereat in my counjry. |
look forward into the next decade not with
the hope that the South shal! become Repub-
lican and make the country all Republican,
for stanch as | am in mv suppor: of the
Republican party | think a good opposi-
tion, a good strong patriotic opposition, is

necessary to make the Republican pariv’s
useful to the

control of the Covernment
people,.and a defeat at times would not
hurt it.

What | am looking forward 'o is a diviaion
in the parties in the South, so that there
sha!l be tolerance of political gpinion there,
ab that in their State governments and in
their national affairs there shall be more
than one political creed to be subscribed to
and supported. | believe that generally
through the South those who are not ac-
tively engawed in politics would recognize
that end as one devoutly to be wished.

In expre=sing these desires I am quite
conscious that my niotives are likely to be
misconstried, or at least, that [ shall have
attributed to me rather more political
policy than patriotic desire, but nevertheless
1 persist in expressing it, and while some of
my friends from the South who represent
that section in Congress and in the Senate
are constantly throwing cold water on my
attempis to encourage a little independence
of political thinking in the South, and =av-
ing_that it is hopeless for me to attempt
to bring about a change in that regard, they
will excuse e if I attribute to them a little
of that politica! prejudice that theyv think
isactnating me, and it is possib'e they would
not welcome that division of political
opinion in the South with all the fervor of
some other patriots in that section whe do
not hold now the position of Representative
and Senator in Washington.

But however it is, I feel

certain that

the real spirit of Appomattox is marching |

on, and that it is infusing itself in the people
of the SBouth, as it long ago was infused
in the people of the North, and that we
are growing closer and - closer together
and that it will manifest itself in political
independence the country over, so that
we shall not know each other by sections
in political matters, but by difference only

in principles.

Girl Deserves It, If \Anybody, lawnyer
Thinks—One Actual Claimant So Far.

| Arthur E. Boas hasn't attempted as yet
| to settle the question whether or not any-
body is entitled to the $5,000 that he of-
fered for information of the whereabouts
of his thirteen-year-old daughter, who
returned to her home at 10 West Eighty-
eighth street of her own accord on Mon-
day.

Mr. Boas will leave the question of the
reward to the judgment of William R,
Rose, his attorney. Mr. Rose thought
yesterday that if anybody was entitled to
the $5.000 it was Adele Boas herself. She
had discovered herself and was on her way
home before anybody communicated with
the family.

“She would have arrived home
hours and none of the information that
the family got in any way affected the re-
sult,” said the lawyer. o added that the
girl herself had come home and had even
concealed her identity on the trip from
Boston with a view to saving this $5,000
for her father.
