Otficer of the Gmnboat Paducah Vietim
of Dilatation of the Heart.
Special Cable Despatch to THE SUN,
SaNJuan,P.R.,May8.—An autopsy on the
body of Passed Assistant Surgeon James
P. De Bruler of the gunboat Paduoah
shows that death was caused by acute
dilatation of the heart.

The remains will be embalmed and
sent to Evansville, Ind., for interment.

Dr. James Presbury De Bruler entered
the navy in January, 1003. He was pro-
moted in 1906 to be Passed Assistant
Surgeon, and was assigned to the Paducah
in the same year. He was born in Indiana
and appointed to the mavy from that
State.

SIGNED BY GOV. HUGHES.

Bill Amending the Election law and
Amendments te Military Ceode.

ALBANY, May 8,—Assemblyman Ward’s
bill amending the election law to throw
greater safeguards about the registration
of voters was signed by Gov, Hughes to-
day. The new law has a bearing on the
definition of what shall constitute a fel-
ony and prohibits a person from register-.
ing or attempting to register as an elector
in more than one election distriot for the
same election or more than onoe in the
same election district knowing that he
is not a qualified voter in the distriot at
{:w el:;pﬁon for which such registration

madé, >

Gov. Hughes also signed four amend-
ments to l«ge military code. The amend-
ments provide that civio assoclations of
military orﬁ.nizaﬂons can only ad:g:
by-laws, rules and regulations b
a‘irmstive vote of two-thirds of their
members; that an officer detailed to fill
a vacancy may sit as a member of the
auditing of the organization when
necessary to complete a quorum; that
the ition of t ordnance sergeant
be abolished and that of ordnance ser-
| geant be created, and that the uniform
' and equipment allowance of ¢co| ned
officers increased according to the
term of service. .

Gov. Hughes has also signed the fol-
lowing bills:

Senator Platt's, providing that any per-
son knowingly bringing a domestic animal
snffering with an infectious or contagious
| disrase into this State shall be liable for all
damages caused by the speading of such
diseases.

Senator Raines's, relative to laying quar-
antines for rabies, posting notices and
providing a penalty for destroying such
| notices while they are in force,

Mr. Shea's, providing that the State shall
pay 50 per ceuntl. of the appraised value of
an animal condemned for glanders.

Mr. Boehart's, yiving the chief wveteri-
narian of the Btate Department of Agri-
culture the same authority to quarantine
on account of eontagious discases as is now
held by the assistant commissioners.

Also, authorizing the Commissioner of
Agriculture to accept the work of a veteri-
narian not in the regular employment of
the department in exceptional cases.

Also, providing for a more stringent
labelling of articles termed in the agri-
cultural law as “concentrated commercial
feeding stuffs.”

HEARINGS ON SIX BILLS,

Including Grady's Amendments to the'
Tenement House lLaw,

ALBANY, May 8.—Gov. Hughes to-
night set hearings on six bills for next
Friday afternoon, including the bill of
Senator Grady amending the tenement
house law as to fire escapes; also pro-
viding that if scuttles leading to the roof
of a tenement are located in a closet the
door offithe latter shall not be locked;
also that ocellar floors in such tenementa
shall have four inches of concrete cover-
ingg. ™

Another bill on whioh hearing will be
given is that of Senator Grattan relative
to issuance of life insurance policies
to labor unions and other or, zations
at special rates, the same to be offered
to organizations who through their offi-
cers may take out such insurance in an
aggregate of not less than one hundred
members and pay premiums through
such officers.

The other bills are: Assemblyman
Foley’'s forbidding corporations to prac-
tise law; Assemblyman Bar t's pre-
venting the inocorporation of companies
for practising law; Benator Gardner's
relative to water supply in Amsterdam
as passed over the Mayor's'veto; Assembly -
man Shea's making Zeda.r‘ River a publ{o
highway for floating of logs in Essex and
Hamilton counties.

Says It Is an Element for Betterment
Among the Soldiers—Mrs. Sage Un-
able te Attend Opening of Bullding
She Gave for Army Branch Y. M. C. A.

' The new building for the Army Branch
of the Y, M. C. A. at Fort 8locum, which
was the gift of Mrs. Russell Sage, was
dedicated yesterday afternoon. The
building is a large, comfortable colonial
house of red brick relieved by cornices
of white stone, and it looks out upon the
parade ground of the post. Its porches
were crowded with out of town visitors
and soldiers from the barracks yester-
day and there were services in the gym-
nasium. The Fort Slooum department
is one of five conducted by the Army
Branch. The others are at Fort Jay,

Island; Fort Wadsworth, Staten Island,
and Fort Schuyler, on the Sound.

Mrs. Sage sent a letter in which she
sald that she was not yet able to undergo
the fatigue unavoidably incident to such
an occasion and that Col. J. J. Slocum,
her brother, and Major Stephen L'H.

She added her “cordial greetings
to the brave army boys.”
