Thomas Hitchoock,
Jr.. W. K. Thorn, A. Belmont and Fox-
hall P. Keene represented the West-
chester Club. The Hurlingham team
won in two games and the cup has ever
since adorned its sideboard.

Fourteen years passed before there
was another match for the cup. Foxhall
P. Keene, W. and I.. McCreery and F. J.
Mackey challenged in 1900 on their own
hook. Only one match was played,
the English team—John Watson, Capt.
J. G. Beresford, F. M. Freake and W. 8,
Buckmaster -winning by 8 goals to 2.
In 1902 a team representing the Amer-
ican Polo Association made a good fight
for the trophy. Foxhall P. Keene was

Two bells should be sounded omne-half
minute before time to play; one bell on
time is the signal to throw the ball.

The referee may im a fine not ex-
ceeding $256 each on the members of any
team entered who are not on the ground
ready to play at the time announced for
the game to begin, The refereee must
require the teams to separate sufficiently
to permit the ball to be thrown between
them on the ground. The ball should be
thrown on time even if all the players are
not in position. The referee may stop
the game on a foul, or he may permit the
game to oontinue and declare the pen-
alty to the player and at the end of the
period fo the keeper of the score.

In the coming season it is ruled that
when fouls or safeties are seen by the
referee he should declare them wf{hom
waiting for them to be claimed and should
report the same to the keeper of the soore
at the first ogpormnity or at the end of
the period.
