Finance Committee Reported an Amend-
ment Greatly Inereasing the Duty en

“the Interest of a Few Manufaoturers.

P WABHINGTON, May 17.—The Senate made
practically no progress to-day with the
tariff bill. Under an agreement of Batur-
day to add one hour of time to the legis-
lative day, the Senate met at 10 o'clock
morning instead of at 11. Senator
Satherland of Utah took the'floor as soon
as & quorum was secured and spoke until
nearly 2 o'clock, and then Senator Depew
of New York addressed the Sente until
about 4 o'clock. The biH was then taken
up and an hour given to discussing the
paragraph relating to the duty on razors.
A pending amendment by Senator S8im-
mons of North Carolina was rejected with-
out the formality of a roll call, whereupon
Benator Stone of Missouri submitted
another amendment, and that was still
pending when at 5 o’clock Senator Aldrich
moved an executive session, at the con-
clusion of which the Senate adjourned.
The Senata Committee on Finance had
reported an amendment greatly increasinig
the duty on razors and adding provisions
wrelating to the marking on them to insure
againet fraud on American purchasers
by the substitution of foreign made razors
for-those of American manufacture.
Senatolf Stone started an interesting
discussion of the duties on razors by read-
ing /excerpts from a letter written by a
large wholesale dealer in hardware in St.
Louis, who protested against the in-
crease proposed. The dealer said that
he had'handled more razors in the trade
than any other dealer in the world “and
that the American manufac-
turers could not produce razors equal
to those made in Germany, because
Garmane were experts in the grinding
of the blades and they received such high
wagés in Germany that they whre unwill-

" ing to- quit their employment there to

that the proposed increase of duty was
wholly in the interest of a few manufac-
turetrs who had taken control of the Ameri-
can ‘production.

| SUPREME COURT DECISION l”-"

A CHICAGO CASE.

Woman's Portrait Published In & Whiskey
Advertisement, She Being Made te
Testify to Its Goed Qualitics, Saying
She Had Used It-Constantly for Years.

WasrINGTON, May 17.—A decision af-
fecting the publication of libelous pic-
tures was handed down by the S8upreme
Court to-day in the case of Elizabeth
Peck against the Chicago Sundap Tribune.
In the advertisement of a whiskey com-
pany there was a ocertificate signed by
Mrs. A. S8cuman, “on» of Chicago's most
capable and experienced nurses,” testi-
fying to the lifegiving and curative
propreties of the whiskey /and saying
that she had used it constdntly for years.
The advertisement also contained what
purported to be her portrait, but. which
was that of Elizabeth Peck. Mias Peck
sued for libel, claiming $25,000. She
also sued several other papers out of the
100 or more that published the adv®r-
tisement. In the Tridune case she
averred that she was not & nurse and
was a teetotaller. The trial Judge, how-
ever, refused her testimony on those
points and directed a verdict . for the
Tribune, that action being affirmed by |
the Court of Appeals.

Justice Holmes in delivering the Court's
opinion said the plaintiff fwas undoubt-
edly affected by the publication, even
if the picture oontained the mame of
another. |t was no axcuse to urge that
the portrait had been published by mis~
take. If the publication was libellous

the "editorials contained: *“Contemptible
little whelp.” *“Political nonentity fromr|
Ohio.” *“A politically prejudiced mbnq
from Ohio.” *A windy misfit from Ohio.* |
“An ass of the firat magnitude.” “A|
pusillanimous pygmy from Ohio.”

During the reading of the editorials |
members of the House laughed uproari-
ously at the picturesque characterization
of Mr. Hollingaworth by the Southern |
editors, He became impatient and ed
Speaker Cannon to preserve order, Dur-
ing the reading of the editorials Mr.
Bartlett of Georgia made the point of
order that the statements in question did
not constitute a question of personal
privilege, but Speaker Cannon declined
to make a ruling until their reading had
been completed. Mr. Fitzgerald renewed
the point of order when they had been read
and asked for an immediate ruling.

“I do not want to have the record en-
cumbered with clippings of this character
and I shall object to additional editorials
of like character being inserted in the
record,” Mr. Fitegerald said. .

Speaker Cannon ruled that the editorials
read at Mr. Hollingsworth's request did
not constitute a question of privilege.
Great latitude, the Speaker declared,
was properly allowed to the press in criti-
csing public men. _Sometimes, he added,
the majority of the House was condemned,
while at other times the minority was
criticised. If an attack had been made
upon Mr. Hollingsworth in his representa-
tive capacity, Mr. Cannon argued, then
the attack could have been made a privi-
leged question, But the statements and
criticisms in the editorials, he asserted, |
did not reflect upon him in his representa- |
tive capacity. |
Mr. Hollingsworth then attempted to
have the House consider his resolution.
He moved that the Committee on Naval
Affairs, to which it had been referred, be
| discharged from further consideration
and that it be reported to the House for
immediate consideration. Speaker Can-
non checkmated Mr, Hollingsworth's
efforte by ruling that such a motion was |
not in order because of the fact that the |
