The revised rule relative to the checking
systém of the event 'was approved and
there was a discussion of the plans of the
contest managers regarding the measures
to b¢ taken t‘wnregunrd the public and the
contéstants.

The members of the A, C. A. contest com-
niittes declded that a representative of the
Automobile Club of America will accom-

pany the conteatants from New York to
@¢ Jonis  He will act as official pacemaker
h’ﬂm city to city along the route and no
contestant will be¥pernuitted+to pass the
car bearing his official flag. In case of a
mishap to the pacemaking car the pace-
maker will be authorized by the club to
transfer his flag to the first car arriving
at the'point where he has been halted.

It is expected that the automobhile clubs
of the large cities along the route of the
contest ‘wil furnish the pacemaker with
car In case this plan does not have the
red. .fegult the pacamaker will travel in
one of the vontesting cars and the entrants
will decideamong themselves which machine
will be the ofcial car for the pacemaker.

It was Apnounced yesterday that there
will be ten starters in the eontest and that
crews for that many machines have already
been nominated.
