At Fort Jay, Governors Island, the
army oflicers were wondering last night
what the real status is of & man who for a
week or more has been a frequent guest
on the island. About the same officers
were gathered at the club there yestar-
day afternoon discussing the visitor as
were in the place ten days ago when
this man appearad. He was middl’e’aged
and had a military bearing. He wore a
monocle and had excellent manners.
He was looking for the officer of the day,
who happened to be Lieut. C. M. Janney
of the Twelfth Infantry.

“I bez to introduce myself, an officer in
a brother service,” he said upon finding
Lieut. Janney. “I'm a senior Major of
the Seventh Dragoon Guards of the British
army, at Canterbury.”

Whereupon the newcomer presented a
card which read:

! Cavalry Club

He explained that the olub in question
was a famous British military organiza-

tion 9f London and that he also had a
membership in the Hongkong Club of
Hongkong. Major Bertie-MoGreal said
that he had served as aide-de-camp
ta Gen. Wolseley and as aide-de-camp
to Sir John French at Aldershot. He
had fought with the British army in
South Africa and had served through the
Boxer troubles. At present he was on a
seven months leave of absence, which
was about up, and he had decided to see
something of the United States Army.

Lieut. Janney extended the courtesies
of Goveruora Island to the visitor with
the result that he called again the next
day. His tripa_to Governors Island be-
came frequent. He enjoyed inspegting
the outposts and would run ahead of his
tosts and as the sentry stopped him would
tay: “I'm a British officer in civilian |
clothes.” Then if the sentry was up on his
job he would salute until he inquired
further into the status of the visitor.
beveral of the sentries overlooked this
point of etiquette and were mildly repri-
manded by the visitor.

Infantry entertained Major Bertie-
MeGreal at dinner, and he made himself
t0 agreeable that the officers of the gar-
rison invited him to be their guest at a
epecial informal hop. Capt. Halstead
Dorey, aide-de-camp to Gen. Wood,
gave a dinner for the Major. Chaplain
E. B. Smith was so pleased with him that
he not only had him to dinner but insisted
that he stay for a few days as his house
guest—which the guest did.

The Major let it be known that at the
Knickerbocker he had stopping with him
8 Commander Marjoribanks of the Royal
British Navy. He'd )ike to bring the
Commander over, but he was being 8o |
eplendidly entertained by the officers at |
the Brooklyn navy yard that, to use the |
supposed Englishman’s words, “Marjori- |
banks was kept pifflicated most of the |
time.” Major Bertie-MoGreal said that |
he had with him at his hotel his valet, |
who wase an enlisted man in the British |
army, also a chauffeur, who took care of |
his motor car.

YOUNG TURKS' REFORM ZEAL.
Keeper of the Door of Felleity Shorn of

His Title—Army of Sinecurists to Go.

CONSTANTINOPLE, May 21.—~The new
régime is exerting its reforming zeal
even in the Sultan's domestic arrange-
ments. Abdul Hamid’s chief eunuch
enjoyed the title of Keeper of the Door of
Felicity and ranked with the Grand
Vizier and the SBheik-ul-Islam as a High-
ness. An irade just issued declares
that the chief eunuch will hereafter have
no title.

It is estimated that the reorganization
of the Goverment departments_ now
going on will result in the disinissal of
27,000 military and civil officials, mostly
sinecurists and inefficients.

NEW SHAW PLAY SUPPRESSED,

He» Wouldn't Alter “Shewing Up of
Blance Pesnet’’ to Suit the Censor.

LoNpoN, May 21.—Bernard Shaw's
latest play, “The 8howing Up of Blanco
Posnet,” has come under the ban of the
ocensor and is doomed to the same ob-
sourity here as “Mrs. Warren's Pro-
feesion.”

The new play was to have been per-
formed at His Majesty's Theatre, but
when it was submitted to the Lord Cham-
berlain's vlayreadér ‘hat official re-
turned it with an intimation that certain
passages must be modified.

Mr. Shaw scornfylly refused to alter
the play, Hence a license has been with-
held.

In an interview Mr. Shaw says: “The
play is in the nature of a theological dis-
ocussion. A set of ungodly people awake
to a perception that God is a real, vital,
active entity. What baffles me is that
a licepse is refused not hecause the play
is irreligious but becauss it is religious.

“There is no question of any sexual
objection this time. It is remarkable
that God may actually ba nresented on
the stage as a quaintly, even ludicrously,
costumed figure in plays like ‘Everyman,’
but a verbal allusion to Him as hers is
immediately tabooed.

“I am afraid it is hopeless to meet the
censor’s view. [ would gladly alter any
offending paseage, but he demands practi-
cally that the whole play be cut out.”

ENNIS AND STOPPANI INDICTED.

The Partners to Be Arraigned in Orange
County To-day ot Mondsy.

Thomas A. Ennis and Charles F. Stop-
pani of the bankrupt brokerage firm will
appear before Justice Morschauser in
the Supreme Court at Newburgh either
to-day or Monday, acoording to an ar-
rangement effected yesterday afternoon
between the attorneys for the men and
the District Attorney’s office of Orange
county, to plead to indiotments charg-
ing them with grand larceny. The in-
dictments were found some days ago by
the Grand Jury, which has just completed
its work, and Justice Morschauser issued
bench warrants for the two membera of
the firm.

No attempt was made to serve the
warrants, however, but District Attorney
Thomas C. Rogers of Orange county
communicated with Oloott, Gruber,
Bonynge & McManus, attorneys for Ennis
& Stoppani, and was told that the two
men would be produced whenever their
presence was desired. It was not defi-
nitely decided whether it would be more
oconvenient to havé them arraigned on
the indictments to-day or Monday.

The complaining witnesses, on whose
testimony the indictments were found,
are Edward M. Murtfeldt, an undertaker
and former Coromer of Orange county
and friend of B. B. Odell, Jr., and Samuel
Humiston, a bottler. Both are well known
in Newburgh. Murtfeldt says he lost $900
through the firmm and Humiston places
his loss at $2,200. The complaints allege
that Murtfeldt and Humiston gave the
amounts named to the of Ennis
& Stoppani at NewburghYor the purs
chase of stocks and that the stocks were
never delivered.

Mrs. Hall charges her husband with
cruelty and says that on one occasion he
held a revolver to her head and com-
pelled her to comply with his request to
turn over all the capital stoock of the
Henry Hall's Sons Company and $6,000
she had on deposit in the Richmond Na-
tional Bank of Staten Island. At another
time she avers he frightened her almost
to death by drawing the back of a razor
acroes her throat.

Mrs. Hall says that her husband left
her a year ago and has since been taking
other women to theatres, hotels and
places of amusement. She doesn't know
how much he is worth, but declares that
he entertains lavishly, keeps an auto-
mobile and carriages and horses. Mrs,
Hall says that among other indignities
she has had to put up with, her husband
gave his stenographer a diamond ring
and the forewoman in one of his shops
a pearl brooch.

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STATE GOT UNTESTED BUTTER

FOR ITS INSANE—-MERCANTILE
EXCHANGE STARTS INQUIRY.
Somebody Ralsed Certificates lssued to
Armour & Co. In One Casp So as to
“over 148 Instead of 23 Tubs—Speck
fications Called for Extra Quality.

The executive comimittee of the New
York Mercantile Exchange, the leading
organization in the butter, egg and cheese
trade in this city, is investigating certain
sales of butter by Armour & Co. to the
Manhattan and other State asylums,
Certificates issued by the exchange to
Armour & Co. 'as a guarantee for the
quality of butter have been altered by
some one so as to include many more
cases of butter than were submitted
to the exchange for inspection. In one
instance the exchange's certificate was
raised from 28 to 123 tubs. Z

The investigation has been brought
about by the complaint of F."'A. Wheeler,
purchasing steward for tRe State Com-
mission of Lunacy. Mr. Wheeler buys
supplies for the Central Islip Asylum,
the Kings Park State Hospital and the
Long Island State Hoepital in addition
to the Manhattan State Hospital on
Ward's Island. All told he uses from
150 to 170 tubs of butter a week, He
gets bids each week and gives his order
for seven days to the lowest bidder,
stipulating that the butter shall pass in-
spection by the exchange.

Armour & Co. got the ordars from the
hospital ateward for the weeks beginning
May 8 and May 10 of the present year.

Mr. Wheeler upon receiving the butter
was struck by the small percentage of
tubs that had been actually tested by the
Mercantile Exchange, and he wrote to the
butter committee of the exchange asking
if the number of tubs examined by the
exchange's inspeotor was sufficient to
give a fair idea of the quality of the lot.
J. J. Walton, chairman of the butter com-
mittee, Yeplied and asked for oopies of
the certificates. They were received by
retutn mall. The authorities of the ex-
change compared them with the records
that are kept of each test and immediately
found that they had been tampered with,

The certificates were all signed by J. H.
Barrett, the exchange's chief inspeoctor,
and certified that “the following lots of
butter have been inspeoted thia day for
Armour & Co., with the following results.”
All the tubs passed the inspection with-
out question.

One of the certificates was dated May 5.
The exchange's records show that seven
tubs were in this invoice and that four of
them were inspected. That is the ous-
tomary practice of the inspectors. They
select several tubs at random in a lot
and if the quality in those tubs is up to
the standard they pass the entire lot.
The original ‘certificate for seven tubs,
however, had been raised to seventy when
the exchange oft.cials got it back from
the hospital steward.

GENERAL STRIKE A FAILURE.

Parls Labor Cenfederation Abandons
Postal Employres—Treachery Charges.
Special Cadie Despaich 1o TER SUN.

Paris, May 21.—The general strike,
proclaimed on Wednesday, died to-day
from inanition.

Its parent, the General Labor Con-
federation, did its bu; to throw the
responsibility for its death on other
parties when compelled to register its
demise, It invited all the postal em-
ployees to quit work and attend a meeting
to recognize the spirit of solidarity that
the General Labor Confederation had
shown in proclaiming a general strike.
The meeting was poorly attended, so the
oonfederation declared that the number
of striking postal employees was insuffi-
cient to authorize thé continuanoce of the
struggle.

It had the decency to confess that the
number of labor corporations which fol-
lowed its strike invitation had also been
insuficient, so by mutual oconsent the
Association of Postal, Telegraph and
Telophone Employeqs and the General
Labor Confederation were absolved from
obliga‘lon due to the solidarity between
their mhewbers.

In the course of the proceedings a letter
from Pauron, secretary of the Postal
Workers Union, was read, in which he
said that the struggle must be given up, |
as it would be only requiring a useless
saorifice to ask other workers to con-
tinue it. 3 :

30 CENTS A HALF MILE.

Aldermen Likely to Agree to That Charge
for Taxicabs,

The Committee on Laws and Legislation
of the Board of Aldermen met yesterday
in the City Hall and decided to report out
next Tuesday the proposed ordinance
bringing the taxicabs under the super-
vision of special inspectors to be appointed
by the chief of the Bureau of Liocenses.
It was agreed, however, that the olauses
in the ordinance relating to the fixing
of rates should be eliminated.

It is on this question of rates that the
board has hitherto split. The rates pro-
vide a charge for the firat half mile of
30 cents. The companies contend that
they cannot run their cabs profitably
exoept on a basis of 50 cents for the first
half mile and many members of the Board
of Aldermen agree. The ordinance which
will be presented on T will mean
therefore that there will be no change in
rates but that the taxameters will be
looked after.

JAILED FOR BAD EGGS.

Katz and Friedman the Fivsf to Have
That Penalty Meted Out to Them.

Justioces Molnerny, O'Keefe and Forker
of the Court of Speoial SBessions, Brook-
lyn, yesterday sentenced Herman Katz,
owner of a butter and egg store at 143
Moore street, that borough, and Philip
Friedman, a baker at 151 Thomseon street,
to sixty days in jail for respectively
selling and using spoiled eggs.

This is the first time In the history of
the city that offenders have been sen-
tenoed to jail for such violations. Here-
tofore the courts have deemed a fine suffi-
clent punishment for such violations of
the sanitary code.

Dr. Darlington and Dr. Bensel have
all along maintained that the imposition
of a fine was too light a penalty and that
the imprisonment of offenders was neces-
sary to deter other unscrupulous dealers.

LOOP SUBWAY ABOUT READY,

But It Most Walt Twe Years or Seo for the
New Municipal Bailding.

that the subway connecting the terminals
of the Willlamsburg, Manhattan and
Brooklyn bridges is practically completed
save for that portion which is to run under
the new municipal building near the en-
tranoce to Brooklyn Bridge. But it will not
be poesible to put this subway into oper-
ation for at least two years, the time it is
estimated it will take to complete the new
city building.

Bridge Commissioner Stevenson said
yesterday that he intended to rush the
building of the struoture as quickly as
possible and added that he would award
the contract for the construction of the
foundations early next week.

INSURANCE FOR SICK WORKERS.

Premier Asquith Outlines Reform Alter-
native for the Peer Law,
Special Cable Despateh t0 TER SUN.

LONDON, May 21.—In a speech at Shef-
field to-night Prime Minister Asquith
foreshadowed State insuranee for sick
and infirm workers. Hesaid:

“We shall not have rounded off our
scheme of social reform until we have
added to old age pensions and unemploy-
ment insurance some provision for those
who fall by the way before they reach old
age through no fault of their own and
whose cases equally call for the inter-
vention of Parliament.

“That is our alternative to the poor
law.”

BATONY1 CASE REOPENED,

Justice Glidersieeve Says Pixintiff Acted
in Geod Falth.

Supreme Court Justioe Gildersleeve
yesterday handed down a decision re-
opening the action for divorce brought
by Mrs. Frances Work Batonyi against
her husband, Aurel Batonyi,- which was
declared closed by default by Supreme
Court Justice Hendrick when oounsel
for Mrs. Batonyi declined to go on because
he had not been able as yet to get the
testimony of his leading witnees. The
Court announced that Batonyi would get
an interlocutory decree of separation.

In his opinion yesterday Justice Gil-
dersleeve said:

“There is no doubt of the materiality
of the evidenos to be given by the missing
witness, while the plaintif was guilty of
no negligence in trying to secure the
presence of said witness, having sub-
penaed her twice.
