When we saw “Tha Molluse” here last
sautumn the leading feminine part was
played by Alexandra Uarlicle, and very
well played it wae. It will be interesting
to compare her methods with those of
Miss Moore. Mias Moore is a much older
actress than Miss Carlisle and lacks some
of the personal fascination that the latter
young woman exhibits, but she is a fin-
ished and intelligent actress with a long
and honorable recovd of successful im-
personations, especially in the field of
light comedy. \When it comes to the
chief masculine part of the play the con-
trast will be even stronger. Sir Charles
Wyndham is now very nearly 70 years
old. He made his first appearance on
the stage in this country in 1865 withJJonn
Wilkes Booth only a few weeks before
Booth assassinated President Lincoln.
This gives him a stage career of nearly
forty-five years, for he has been playing
ever since.
