E. Alger Is of No Use to Them,

PuErto CORTEZ, Honduras, June 7, via
New Orleans, Jupe 13.—The American
colony here and at 8an Pedro is in turmoil
again, this time over the appointment of
William E. Alger, now Consul at Teguoi-
galpa, =8 Conseul to Puerto Cortes, vice
A. W. Brickwood, who has been trans-
ferred to & Mexican post.

The objection to Mr. Alger is that he has
lived here so long, twenty-five years or
more, and is 8o heavily interested in local
affairs and so identified with the natives
through his wife's relations that he cannot
look after the interesta of Americans
with the same zeal as a man who was
olose)y identified with the home country.

8o’ upset are the Americans over the
news that they have started the ciroula-
tion of a petition to Secretary Knox pro-
testing against Mr. Alger's appointment.

Many things are recited in the peti-
tion showing his close affiiliation with
local affairs, and among other things
the petition says that he is a brother-in-
law of Jesus Paz, formerly Civil Gov-
ernor of Puerto Cortes and now a
member of Congress, who some time
ago in Ban Pedro caused two native
policemen to hold the arms of an Ameri-
oan, Dr. O. B. Hunter, while the Governor
blacked _his eyes and otherwise pum-
melled him.

The protest declares that the appoint-

ment of the brother-in-law of such a man

as Consul is offensive to the Americans.

SIMPLE SERVICE OVER' BaDY
OF FAMOUS PREACHER.

Wwhile Family and Friends Couduct a
Simple Ceremonial at. South Chureh
Men of All Denominations Pronounce

marked the funeral services for the Rev.
Edward Everett Hale, D. D., held in the
South Congregational Church on Boyl-
ston street this afternoon.

GONYICTS MAY BE DEPORTED

THE RESULT OF SUPT. (OL-
LINS'S INVESTIGATION.

He Finds That 810 Allens in State
Prisons Were Convicted of Felonles
Within Three Years After Arriyal
and Are Sobject te Deportation,

ALBANY, June 18.—Of the 990 aliens In
New York State prisons Supt. C. V. Col-
lins as a result of a prison census just
taken finds that 319 of these convicts
were convioted of felonies within three
years after their arrival in this country
and under the law may be sent back to
the countries whence they came. The
Department of merce and Labor at
Washington, which has jurisdiction over
the deportation of such aliens, will be
notified by Bupt. Collins of the results
of his investigation and the superinten-
dent will recommend to Gov. Hughes
that the sentences of all such aliens,
which vary from a few months to life im-
prisonment, be commuted in order that
they may be deported en masse. Should
the recommendations of Supt. Collins
be carried out the present congested
condition of the prisons would be greatly
relieved and the country would be rid
of a class of undesirables who are being
maintained at State expensa,

In addition to the 819 conviots subject
to deportation Bupt, Collins found dur-
ing his investigation that twenty-séven
men had been convicted in other coun-
tries prior to coming to the United States
and that two had been previously con-
fined in insane asylums abroad who
should not have been permitted to enter
the ocountry at all. One hundred and
sixty have been previously convicted
in this State and t\vent{ in other States.

Supt. Collins's investigation has been a
thorough one, covering several months,
and the record in the case of each convict
inoludes his nativity, date of arrival
in the United Btates, port of entry and
steamer, whether married or single
how many children, residence of wife an
children, occupation, idle or employed
when arrested, date received at the
prison, county from where sentenced,
crime and sentence, revious terms,
crimes and when and where served.

Of the 837 married alligl 186 have wives
and families residing in this State, twenty-
one in other States and 180 ‘in foreign
oonn(ﬂ& ﬂl;uh men number 684. Fif:
teon are widowers, six having children
in this State, two in other States and seven
in other countries. Of the children of
these conviocts 250 reside in this State,
twenty-five in other States, 278 in foreign
countries and in the case of nineteen
their reaidences are unknown.

Of the 819 aliens subject to deportation
by far the largest number, 187, are Italians.
R{uda comes next with 44; Germany has
20; Austria, 19; England, Canada, 8
Hungary, 7; France, 6; Bwitzerland, 2;
Rumania, 2; Holland, 2; Ireland, 1; West
India, 1; Malta, 1; Denmark, 1; 8weden, 1,
and Greece, 1.

*In addition to those mentioned,” said
SBupt. Collins to-day, “there are several
hundred convicta in the prisons who are
forohrn born and who claim to have come
to this country with their parents under
age. The naturalization of the fathers of
these convicts would, of course, naturalize
the sons, but the department has no
means of learning whether or not the
father had become a citizen, and' there-
fore is unable to prove or disprove these
statements,

“It would not be the policy of the de-
partment to recom the deportation
of aliens having families living in this
country who previous to their conviction
were ndent upon them for support,
as this would tend in a measure to throw
such support on eounty and municignl
authorities as well as upon charitable
organizations, but I can see no reason
why the dnﬂh men and the married men
having families in foreign ocountries who
are here contrary to law should not be
returngd immediately and in such a way
as will show a determination on the part
of the Federal and State authorities to
rid themeelves of this undesirable class
who are fast becoming a menace to our
country.
