open to cars not eligible for the twenty-
four hour event, will be arranged as one
of the attractions for the opening day's
programme.

The headquarters of the race committee
were opened yesterday at 1540 Broadway,
where both A, B. Cordner, chairman of the
race committee, and T. F. Moore, who
will assist Chairman Cordner, will have
their offices. Mr. Cordner said yesterday
that the work of putting the track (nto con~
dition would be pushed forward with al
possible speed in order to give as much time
as possible for practice by contestants be-
fore the opening meet.

Bradstreet's to-day will say/ The month
of June saw something like a subsidence
in the aotivity heretofore displayed in
planning for mew building construction.
Not only was there evident a reaction
from the immense activity of May, when
new building construction permitted for
in the United States aggregated close
to $100,000,000, but there was aiso wit-
nessed a much smaller percentage of gain
over June a year ago than in seven pre-
vious months. The increase shown over
that month is the smallest reported since
last September, but in this connection
it needs to be borne in mind that June
building . construction values last year
were close to the largest of the year, that
earlier months of 1909 have witnessed
heavy operations and that the building
expenditures for the second quarter and
first half .of the present year have no
counterpart in past records.

The total expenditure at eighty-seven
cities of the United States for the month
of June was $55,123,206, as against $06,-
628,786 in May and $49,501,402 in June a
year ago. There is here shown a de-
crease of 17,2 per cent. from May, but a
gain of 11.1 per cent, over June last year,
with sixty out of the eighty-seven cities
showing increases over June, 1908,
