ALFRED REEVES SAYS <CARS
ARE NOW_STANDARDIZED.

Retarns From Trip Ceavinced of Ace
caracy of His Estimate That 200,000
Machines Will Be Bollt for Next Sea~
son — Motor Association ©Officers.

Alfred Reeves, general mangger of the
American Motor Car Manufacturers Asso-
ciation, returned to his office yesterday
convinoced that automoblles are now stand-
ardized and that few changes will be made
in models for 1910. The trip Jjust con-
cruded was the last of three journeys occu-
pying about six weeks, during which Mr.
Reeves visited sixty-one motor vehicle
factories in different parts of the country.
When he reached the city yesterday he
beard for the first time that his residence
at Yonkers had been visited by burglars
last Tuesday night, but that most of the
stolen property had been recovered.

From information gathered on his most
recent trip Mr. Reeves, is more convinced
than before of the correctnesa of his recent
estimate that 200,000 cars would be pro-
duced for 1010, He says that while there
will be reduction in the price of the standard
todels there will be more value given in
& motor car next year than ever before.
He declares that while the price of materials
has been advaneing the makers are re-
ducing the cost of manufacture and making
refinements that will bring out better cars
without the necessity of increasing the sell-
ing price

A general review of the plans of the motor
car manufacturers for 1910 would indicate
that improvements for next year will be
confined almost entirely to the refinement
of the present successful types. In the
opinion of Mr. Reeves the time which has
been long wished for when motor cars
would be standardized has about arrived.
In discussing his observations Mr. Reeves
said:

"li & general way I would say that the
1010 motor car will show a decided tendency
toward standardization. The wonderful
ul'vnnoe- in gasolene engines during the
last ten years have brought the present
type of automobile almost to the perfection
polnt, and improvements now must be al-
most entirely in the matter of details. While
there will be some changes 6f models and
designs by a few makers the inclination
is to improve on the present satisfactory
type of motor.

“The future may see some radical changes
in car construction, but certainly not for
& couple of years. The 1910 car will see
those refinements which make for slence
and simplicity in operation, increased power
without increasing the size of the motors,
more pleasing design, greater riding com-
fort and lower maintenance cost.

“One of the most important changes
will be the use of a longer stroke in motors.
A number of makers are using the same
slze of cylinders, whether they be for a four
or a six model, which makes for standardi-
zatlon. Magnetos are now in universal
use, some makers not even supplying a
battery. High tension and low tension
megnetos are used, each baving its fol-
lowers.
