Armed with a .44 calibre revolver for-
mer District Attorney George A. Gregg
of Oueens county, backed by half the
population of Elmhurst, L. 1., yesterday
morning rounded up and captured a
burglar who was leisurely making a day-
light raid on the home of Prof. George
H. Kingsbury., who with his family is
spending his vacation at Winton, N. Y.

The police appeared after the burg-
lar, surrounded by excited villagers and
subdued by Mr. Gregg's heavy artil-
lery, had all the fight taken out of him
and was ready to do anything to get out
of range of the ex-Distriot Attorney's
weapon.

“Can't you p'int that thing the other
way?" inquired the captive as he sat wait-
ing the arrival of the police.

“Nope," replied Gregg. and he pro-
ceeded to explain that the weapon was
fitted with a hair trigger and be didn't
like to have it accidentally go off in the
direction of the throng in the street.

“Well,” and the captured burglar wiped
the perspiration from his face, “let us
pray that the police gethere ina hurry.”

Prof. Kingsbury, who is instructor in
English in the Elmhurst High School,
lives on Lamont avenue one door from
the corner of Fifth street. At about
8 o'clock yesterday morning George F.

_l"'ATl'.' COURT VOIDS U. S, LAW.
Says Congress Exceeded Powers In Eme
ployers' Liability Aet,

New Haven, July 21.-In the case of |
Hoxie against the New York, New Haven
and Hartford Railroad Company an
opinion by the Supreme Court of Con-
pecticut was made public to-day con-|
struing an act
April 22, 1908, relating to the liability of
common carriers engaged in interstate
commerce as unconstitutional.

The action was brought by an inhabi-
tant of this State to the Superior Court
in New London in consequence of an in-
jury received in Auburn, Mass., while
coupling cars on a train running from
Worcester to Norwich. It was alleged
that the injury was due to the negligence
of a fellow servant in charge of a train.

A demurrer to the complaint was sus-
tained by Judge Ralph Wheeler and judg-
ment rend: for the defendant. Chief
Justice Baldwin in his opinion, the unani-
mous opinion of the court, declared that
the act of Congress creates a statutory
right of actiom, one not existing at common
law nor in chanocery.
