Gov. Hughes Designates Justice Andrews

ALBANY, July 23.—-Gov. Hughes to-
night designated Justice William B. An-
drews of Syracuse to hold an extraordi-
nary term of the S8upreme Court in this
city on September 20 for the trial of six
actions instituted during the term of
former Attorney-Geuneral Jackson to com-
pel mineral spring owners of Saratoga
Springs to observe the law passed in 1908
against the pumping of natural gas from
the springs. This law was passed by the

at the request of citizens of
Baratoga, who alleged that the constant
tdepletion of the natural flow of the gases
into the springs was destroying the repu-
tation of the springs for valuable mineral
. ‘u. .
orcement of this law has been fought
e carbonic acid gas companies, who
® been pumping the natural gas from
the wells by artificial means; and even
ginoe the law has been declared valid by the
©ourt of Appeals there has been no dimi-
nution of their efforts, despite the issuance
of injunctions to prevent the pumping
companies from further operations’ and
the infliction of a fine in one case for con-
tempt in violating the injunction.

Under the terms of the law passed by
the last Legislature establishing the Sara-
toga State Reservation the commissioners
of the reservation, appointed by Gov.
Hughes, have been striving to make head-
way in carrying forward the purchase of
springs and other property as intended
under the act creating the reservation,
but they find that on acoount of the pump-
ing in certain of the springs it is impossible
to negotiate for the springs with an intel-
ligent idea of their value, the artificial
pumping serving to enhanoce the value of
oertain springs and unduly depreciate the
wvalue of others. It was on this account
that Commissioners Spencer Trask amd
Edward M. S8hepard joined in suggesting
that the Governor take steps to have the
oourt proceedings progressed to the end
that law and order may not appear, “to be
suspended at Saratogs.” as they allege
is now the case.

Charles M. Bobwab was reported yester-
day as being offended by the action of the
Cuban Government in patronising FEuro-
pean manufactories of steel in preference
to American manufaotories. Mr. Schwab
has spent more time and money in develop-
ing iron ore propositions in Cuba than has
any other American or foreigner and ap-
parently considered Cuba’s action a poor
recompense for his efforts In furthering
the business prosperity of the island.
