Morschaus-
er wished to know for onme thing why
Dr. MacDonald had taken Thaw's actions
during the present hearing as indicative
of his being a paranoiac.

“Is incoherency one of the characteris-
tios of paranocia? Answer yes or no,
commanded the examiner. Dr. Mac-
Donald refused to answer thus, saying
that he could not do so without putting
himself in a false light. Then Morschaus-
er wanted the witness to say whether if
a man had a belief based on an untruth
whioh he believed to be the truth such &
belief could be a delusion. Dr. Mac-
Donald oonunt'od I.I.alm-ab.li lf' by saying t.hl?t
a great many fa efs are
credited as truth. He did ndm!t that l’f
he oould be shown proof that all that
Thaw believed in the matter of Stanford
White's relations with young girls

Dr. Macdonald cited as another in-
stance of Thaw's delusions hia statement
that Justice Morschauser, who
to entertain the writ of habeas corpuvs
in Pou, peie last year. had sinoe said
he believed Thaw now sane. At that
Morschauser, who is a brother of the
Justios, put the somewhat startling
question:

“Even if we should produce Justice
Morschauser on the here to say
that within two weeks he had told mem-
bers of Thaw's family that he believed
Thaw to be sane at present would you
still consider this a delusion?”

Dr. Macdonald smiled and said that
he would give up his ideas on that point
in suoch circumstances. later, when
Morschauser objected to a of one
answer the witness had in reﬂrd
to Thaw's delusion regarding White,
Justice Mills interrupted with a signifi-
cant statement.

“Now, you haven't noted any change
of personality in Thaw which would in-
dicate that he had acute paranoia?™ was
one of Morschauser’s last quastions.
“No, but | don’t think he has reached
that stage of the disease yet,” came the
alienigt's parting shot.
Late in the afternoon John B. Gleason,
who was for a time chief of Thaw's coun
sel in the first trial for murder and who
later gave way to Delmas, took the stand
as a witness for Thaw, Litigation for
the recovery of what he alle, to be
counsel fees due him is still pending
between CGleason and Mrs. Thaw, yet
that fact did not seem to prejudice the
witness.
