Clinton W. Kinsella, a builder at 150
Fifth avenue, who lives at 420 West 116th
street, and his chauffeur, Fred Mont,
were badly hurt in an automobile smash up
mear Mamaroneck yesterday afternoon.
They were taken to thea New Rochelle
Hospital in serious condition.

Mr. Kinsella and his chauffeur left this
ity yesterday in & new 90 horse-power
racing oar to go to Mr, Kinsella's summer
home in the Berkshires. Mont was driv-
iag, and when they left White Plains he
put on all his power to try the car out
for its long journey. The ocar was seen
going from White Plains to Mamaroneck
at an estimated speed of 80 miles an hour.
It shot through Mamaroneck at a fast
clip. A mile out of Mamaroneck the racer
skidded in a dusty spot where the road
is on a high embankment. Before Mont
oould shut off his power the car shot down
the embankment. He jumped as the car
left the road and was thrown 30 feet.
Mr. Kinsella made no attempt to jump,
byt was thrown from the machine as it
left the roadway.

Chief of Police Garretson of Mamaro-
neck, who was near the soene, saw the oar
go over. He and Dr. J. P. Green ran to
Mr. Kinsella where he was stretched out
heside the road. He was unconscious and
bleeding from the head. Mont, lying in a
gutter, was also unconscious. His right
arm was broken in three places, his left
arm and left leg were broken and he had
a fractured skull.

The automobile vas jammed against a
big hickory tree, which it partially had
torn up. The engine was still going, but
the car, minus three of its wheels, was
on its back. The throttle was wide open
and the gears were in their highest notch.

The men were taken to the New Rochelle
Hospital. A telegram sent to Mr. Kin-
solla’s family in the Berkshires asked
them to come to New Rochelle at once.
1t is a rule of the New Rochelle Hospital
to refuse to give information concerning
patients and it was not possible last night
to find out the condition of either of the
men. Dr. Green said after he had ex-
amined them after the accident that it
was hardly likely that Mont would live.
Mr. Kinsella's condition could not be told
for @ certainty at that time. It was
thought that he had severe internal in-
juries.

SARATOGA CONFERENCE TO BE
BIG A8 A STATE CONVENTION.

Not a Marphy Drive at Cenners and Moe-
Carren—Judge 0’Brien Gives Judge
Parker, Edward M. Shepard and T.

¥ M. _Osborne Credit for Starting It

The conference of Democrats which it
is proposed to hold at Saratoga on Sep-
tember 9 is described by its promoters as
not aimed to advance the interests of any
faction in the party organization in this
State or to assist any individual in getting
the nomination for Governor a year from
now. That these are not the objects was
said emphatically yesterday by Morgan
J. O'Brien, who is one of the leading
spirits in the movement to rehabilitate
the party and if possible put it onoce more
in a position where it can appeal to the
electorate of the State on principles that
will command support and an enthusiasm
which has been utterly lacking in recent
years, according to those interested in the
matter.

No call for the conference has been sent
out as yet, but one will be forthcoming
this week, and to it will be attached the
names of men more or less prominent in
the party, though not as leaders of the
organization. The movement looking
to such a gathering has been going on
for a month, and it was only yesterday
that the news leaked out. In size it is
proposed to make the conference praoti-
cally similar to a State convention of the
party, and coming in an off year it will be
not only unusual but unprecedented.
Plans are practically completed to insure
an attendance of three representatives
from each Assembly district in the State,
the basis upon which a State convention
of the party is organized. Consequently
Saratoga will see in September a gather-
ing similar in many respects to the party
conventions which have been held there
80 many times. That from it will spring
a revival of the party spirit, now admitted
173 be in a very drooping state, is the hope
of men like Judge Parker, Judge O'Brien
and others who have the matter at heart.

Plans for the big conference have
been discussed at little conferences in
Albany and at the Manhattan Club in
this city. Acoording to Judge O'Brien,
credit for getting the matter under way
belongs to Judge Parker, Edward M.
Shepard and Thomas M. Osborne of Au-
burn. They have taken the leading part
in sounding Democrats throughout the
State on the advisability of the step and
it was said yesterday that the response
had been of such a nature as to leave no
doubt that there was an ardent desire
that some treatment -should be applied
to the party at once in the hope of getting
it on its feet again.

In a list printed yesterday of those
described as either signers of the forth-
coming call or sympathizers appeared
the names of such men as Frank Mott of
Chautauqua, Charles F. Rattigan of Au-
burn, James Smith of Buffalo and Thomas
M. Osborne, all of whom figured two years
ago in the so-called home rule movement
and have been at one time or another
antagonistic to the Conners machine.
Included in the same list was the name
of Charles F. Murphy. This Jled to the
report that the movement was a parti-

It is for that reason
that no invitations will be sent to Mayor
McClellan’ or to Mr. Conners or any one
connocted with the State machine. Wo
hope to make it plain, however, that this
movement is not hostile to any one and
is nol an attempt to get up & new organiza-
tion in the State or any of its locilities,
The invitation will be to men interested
in the Democratic party, not to men
holding offices or to men desitous of
getting offices. Its aim is to s what
can be done for the party in this State
in making it once more represent certain
definite principles and not simply an-
tagonism to the party in power.

“The Democratic party in this State
has been steadily losing ground because
it hasn't been taking any positive stand
on policies. It has always waited for the
Republicans. That policy is ruinous, be-
cause it doesn't command any respect
from any one and shows that as & party
it hasn't the courage of conviction. It is
our hope that it can be revived by oalling
such a conference and attempting to draw
up oertain positive principles far in ad-
vance of a State campaign, so that people
will know what the party represents just
as they did when it elected Mr. Cleveland.
The idea is to get those men who are not
too closely identified with the machine
to come together and determine what
steps shall be taken and what are the
principles upon which the party may be
rebuilt.” .

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SUDPEN FLOOD IN DENVER.

Hundreds Endangered by Clondburst at
Head of a Dry Gulch.

DENvEE, Aug. K —lLate last night a
cloudburst at the head of a dry gulch
just outside the west limits of Denver
sent a wall of water covered with wrecked
houses, bridges and fences rolling over
a large and populous section of the city.
No lives were lost, but the damage was
the greatest ever done in Denver by
water. Two hundred persons in the path
of the flood were warned hy men who
rode in ahead of it, but they disregarded
the warning.

Heroic acts were many. Samuel H.
Berg, said to have been a hero in the
Slooum disaster, and Police Sergeant
Beattie rescued the two children of C.
Berger from their house after the house
had been moved twenty feet and turned
upon its side. .They worked in water
waist deep. Joseph Oreunstein was over-
borne by the flood while attempting to
save the children of H. Weinstein and
came near drowning.

In a house built upon a rook thirty
people took refuge and were forced to
go to the second story. When the crest
of the flood passed they found them-
selves imprisoned. It was two hours
before they made a girl of 12 near by hear
them and she released them.

A suburban electric train carrying 200
passengers was stopped on the edge of a
high bridge just as the flood carried the
bridge away.

Und® Major Kimball the army tailors
are working day and night at Governors
Island to get the new uniforms ready for
the mancuvres. The Government has
not yet signed the contract for the new
cloth, but it is expected that it soon will
be signed and the fact that Gen. Wood
is 1o w the new uniform seems to
make it in that olive drab is to re-
place the old and oft faded khaki service
uniform. The new cloth is said to be as
cool as khaki. It is said further that it
will not fade with repeated washings as
the khaki does.

SWIM THROUGH HELL-GATE

SEVENTEEN LIFNE SAVERS
BRAVE DANGEROUS EDDIES.

Seven Drop Out From Exhauston in the
incnul Spots of the Five Mile
l‘;uno and Are Picked Up by Rew-
boats—-The Winner Finishes Strong.

Seventeen members of the United States
Volunteer Life Saving Corps braved Hell
Gate's treacherous tides in a swimming
contest yesterday morning and ten of
them weathered the five mile ocourse.
The seven who were missing at the finish
collapsed in trying to struggle through
Hell Gate's most turbulent spots and
were picked up by rowboats trailing
them. p

Pete Ott, a big red faced German of th
Yorkville station, was the winner. He
climbed upon the pier of the Williamsburg
Yacht Club at ‘North Beach, the finishing
line, just one hour and twenty-seven min-
utes after the starter’s pistol had sounded.
Pete's friends escorted a large loving
cup full of beer down the pier. He tossed
it off, rubbed his stomach gently and
hurried away to dress for a ball game.

The seventeen, representing all the life
saving stations in the west Hell Gate
division, lined up for the start off the pier
at the foot of 100th street at ® o'clock in
the morning. Each swimmer had his
own skiff, in which were his trainer with
a bottle of whiskey and other stimulants,
and two other men. Under the rules of
the contest these “rescue” boats were to
follow the swimmers not nearer than three
feet. The most of them hung back a little
further than that. In the bow of each
boat sat a megaphone man, calling out a
warning now and then against a particu-
larly treacherous churnimg of the sea.

A few yards ahead of the swimmers
was a launch containing Commodore
Henry Smolen of the life saving corps
and a few of his friends. In another
launch in the wake of the swimmers was
SBurgeon File of the Yorkville division,
ready to render first aid to the exhausted,
A rowboat containing the judges also
trailed along.

The tide was just begiuning to run in
when the seventeen struck out from the
Manhattan side for the southern end of
Ward's Island and the entrance into big
Hell Gate. The current casught them
broadside on and they had to struggle
up against it to make the point opposite.
Ott, the big German, took the 'eadt at the
start with an awkward tread stroke, h's
head down cutting the waves and his
arms working like those of an automaton.
After Ott once got under way the lead
was his to the finish.

The entrance to Hell Gate at the south
end of Ward's Island is one of the riskiest
spots in the passage.

punishment prescribed, “but such ecourt
may in its discretion suspend semtemoe
during the good behavior of the person
convicted where the maximum punish-
ment prescribed by law does not exesed
ten years and such person has never
been convicted of a felony.” e

In case of a suspension of sentence
the prisoner.is put in the charge of the
Judge's probation officer. In the sevén
months of the present year ended July
81 the seven Judges of the Court of Gen-
eral Sessions have suspended sentence
upon 678 persons. Out of that number
forty-nine were women. Out of the 878
cases Judge Orain has 204, ninetesn being
women. Judge Mulqueen suspended sen-
tence upon 171 persons, while the néxt
highest number was eighty, upon whieh
Judge Rosaleky acted. The total indi«
cates that the probation officer for ekeb
of these Judges has his hands full.
