'THE COMMITTEE OF 100 PRO-
| CEEDING IN. CONTEMPT.
!lllllllllﬂ That Politics lLaziness and a
Jocular Inhumanity Characterize the
{ Tribunals to Which S0 Many Wrengs
Are Brought Dally te Be Righted.

| The committes of one hundred in a
statement given out last night asserted
‘ that it would'make the conditions of the
|Cuy Magistrates’ courts an issue in the
Mayoralty campaign this year. It is
charged by the committee that there is
not only frequent miscarriage of justice
in these courts but that the breeding of
anarchy in this country can properly be
laid tofthe incompetent administration
of the Magistrates' courts. The com-

ditions are due to the Magistrates them-
selves the responsibility rests indirectly
on the administration by which they are
appointed and that the only way a reform
can be brought about is to elect a Mayor
“who will recogniza his responsibility
in this matter and make appointments to
the bench with regard not to political
considerations but to the requirements
of service in presiding over what has been
properly called ‘the court of the common
people.'”

The committee says that the Magis-
trates work only about half of any month,
with the result that as those men who
are on duty are overwhelmed with
cases their chief purpose is to get rid
of the cases before them as rapidly as
possible without regard to the merits
of the cases. “Snap judgment,” the
committee says, “after a few minutes
questioning of witnesses is substituted
for the judicial consideration to which
the merits of the poor man's quarrel are
entitlad quite as much as the litigation
in which the rich man's matters are in-
volved. The man who cannot retain
counsel and is unable to protect himself
in his rights is entitled to the protection
of the court. Instead of that he is fre-
quently deprived of the constitutional
right to bs confronted with his accusers,
and his case is railroaded through by a
Magistrate whos» enorgies se m to be
bent more upon finishing a long calendar
than on doing justice. Citizans entitled
i under the law to proours summonasss with
which to bring cases into court have fre-
quently been denied this legal right and
told they must come back for the lagil
writs when the Magistrates and ths clerks
will ind it more convenient to serve the n,

HOW OSAGES SPENT

Much of It Went for Dainties .teo Kat,
Gandy Blankets and Haok Rides!

The 2,230 members of the Osage Indian
tribe during the ten years that closed with
the Federal flscal year last month recefved
the exact sum of $5,400,009.04 from annuities
on their moneys-in the United States Treas-
ury, from oil and gas rovalties and from
pastured lands rented to Texas cattle men.
The share of each tribal citizen was $2,421.82,
but that does not include all the sources of
income enjoved by the Osages, many of
whom “squatted” on tribal lands and rentgd
them for farming purposes, the incoge
going to the squatter claimant. g

In addition nearly every Osage planted’
a small field of corn for his own use. Their
simple mode of life should have made Wn-
necessary the expenditure of any consider-
able portion of their income. There were
families whose total annual receipts in edxh
ran from $1,500 to $2,000. Yet the state-
