|TAFT CORRECTIVE MRASURES

CORPORATION LAW CHANGES TO
BE STUDIED IN THIS CITY.

Cabinet OMcers and
Others to Meet liere, Recelve Sugges-
tlons and Formulate a Plan of Legise
Iation -No  Trust Busting Hunt.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 19.—A conference
will be held in New York on August 30,
which is expected to shape the most
important legislation from the stand-
point of the bhusiness and corporation
world that will be undertaken during
President Taft's administration. At-
tending the conference will be Attorney-
General Wickersham, Secratary of Com-
merce and Labor Nagel, SBecretary of the
Interior Ballinger, Interstate Commerce
Commissioner Knapp and Mr. Bewers,
Solicitor of the Department of Justice.

It is probable that while the conferees
are in session in New York they will
listen to suggestions from financiers,
railroad men and others, although this
feature of the programme has not been
decided upon. The conference will be
the result of an agreement reached last
spring when President Taft called the
conferees together and expressed to
them his dissatisfaction with the present

{PHILIPPINES GOODS RULING,

| Must Be Shipped Direct and in Bond to
He Admitted Free.

| WASBHINGTON, Aug. 19.— Assistant Secre-
| tary Reynolds of the Treasury Depart-
ment to-day made a ruling that ship-
ments of goods from the Philippines to
the United States must be direct and in
bond in order to get the benefit of free
admission to ports of the United States.

The effect of the ruling will be to build
up a line of direct oceanic traffic between
the Pacific coast and Manila and in time, it
is believed, will build up Manila as an im-
rtant port.
