Gov. Hughes yesterday afternoon tele-
graphed Police Commissioner Baker,
Bheriff Foley and District Attorney
Jerome calling their attention to the seo-
tioa of the Penal Law prohibiting prise-
fights. The Governor's message was
geneéral and was inspired because bom-
plaints were being received at the execu-
tive office regarding the Ketchel-Lang-
ford fight to-morrow night.

Rumors that Gov. Hughes intended to
stop the fight were current on the street
last night, but no confirmation could be
secured from those interested directly
in the matter. Several communications

from the Governor's office in regard to )

the Ketchel-Langford and other fights
have come to officials here recently but
they have been regarded as confidential
and have not been made public.

That the Governor had sent word again
yesterday was known at the Foley Club
last might, and it was said that there
bhad béen a conference there between
the Sheriff and the managers of the Fair-
mont Club, where the fight is to be held
but all knowledge of the matter was
denied at the club.

Sheriff Foley was so much absorbed in
the matter that he found it desirable not
to be within reach of reporters. Other
officials interested were also elusive.
They received the despatches, however,
and it was supposed that they were sitting
up late to think what they had better do
about it.

Police Commissioner Baker had another
long conference with District Attorney
Jerome yesterday relative to the Ketchel-
Langford fight, which is scheduled to
take placg at the Fairmont Athletic Club
to-morrow night. The talk didn't help
Commissioner Baker much, for at its
close he still had the District Attorney's
opinion that the fight will be a violation
of the law, with no way revealed to him
whereby he can get around the injunction
which restrains the Police Department
froth raiding the club.

William Gibson, president of the Fair-
mont club, and his counsel took part in
the conference. They weren't disturbed
by what they had heard. and Gibson's
counsel announced later that the fight
would certainly take place and that he
WAS qitite certain that the “exhibition”
would be within the law.

The Ketchel-Langford fight has both-
ered Police Commissioner Baker a good
deal. He laid the case before the District

" Abtorney’s office last month and since then

the Fairmont's status as a club has been
examined into carefully by Assistant
District Attorney Murphy. The success
of the olub in holding the fight will appar-
ently mean that a safe and sure way has
been invented to get around the law.

In a letter to Commissioner Baker
made public yesterday District Attorney
Jerome explaine the club’'s method of
taxing ite memters when a fight is held.
The letter says in part:

The Fairmoat Athletic Club is a duly
incorporated club, It has a large mem-
bership and its members are duly elected
by its governing board after application
made in writing and reference given. When
sparring exhibitions are given the mem-
bers may claim admidsion to the clubhouse
and see the bouts without paying anything,
but certain portions of the building are
réderved for members and their guests
afd no member or gueat is admitted to
this reserved portion without paying a fee.

Mr. Jerome ooncludes that the pay-
ment of the fee for resaerved seat privilege
is really an admission fee and that to

in a publio or private sparring
e under the ciroumstances is a
violation of section 1710 of the penal law.
This séction makes it a misdemeanor
to *hold, take part in or promote a fight
wheére an admission fee is charged either
diréetly or indirectly.”

Commissioner Baker in a reply to the
District Attorney, also made public yes-
terday, calls attention to the faot that
he and his men are restrained by an in-
junetion, issued by Justice Seabury of
thé Bupreme Court, from entering the
Fairmon® “for the purpose of ascertain-
ing whether misdemeanors are being
commiitted or are about to be committed.”

Mr. Baler wanted to know in view
of this what steps he oould take to secure
evidence to enforoe seotion 1710.

Mr. Jerome replied that Commissioner
Baker might ask the Corporation Coun-
sol. He added that he is not at present
“advised as to whether this club contem-
plates oconducting any sparring exhi-
bitions under the conditions mentioned,”
but that if the Commissioner is “able
to obtain raliable information that such
exhibitions are about to be held it would
be possibie to proosed under section
1715 of the I'enal Law.”

This section says that a Magistrate
whose attention is called to the faot that
section 1710 is about to be violated may
issue warrants And examine the persons
suspectsd. If he finds that in fact the
offénce i» about to be committed he may
require a bond of not more than #§1,000
{rom the person arrested to insure that he
will not again offend for one year.

Bince the police would have to learn
something more than they know at present
about the workings of the Falrmont Club
in order to prooeed under section 1718,
and since Justice Seabury’'s injunction
apparently shuts them off from getting
this information, it looks as though
Ketehel and Langford would be allowed
to swat each other unless Gov. Hughes
can find & way to etop it. .

SUNDAY IN THE NAVY,
Order Forbidding the Inspection of Ship
and Crew on That Day.

WasHIvaroN, Sept. 15.—Beekman Win-
throp, acting Secretary of the Navy,
to-day made public the following order
for Sunday observance in the navy:

To the end that Sunday may be generally
observed as a day of rest on board ship it
is directed that the duty required of officers
and men on that day be reduced to the
minimum «-on’ﬂcnl with the requirements
of the service '

The commanding ofMcer’'s inepection of
#hip and crew shall not be beld on Sunday.
The mspection of the ship shall be held on
any other day of the week as may be most
expedient and the inspection of the orew
on Saturday before noon, if circumstances
permit; if not, as soon after the dionner hour
as practicable

TO MAKE SAILORS BE GOOD.

Order 1o Be Drawn That They Respect
New England Sabbath Sentiment,

BosToN, Sept. 15 —Secretary of the
Navy Meyer in a letter to the former
Secretary, John D. Long, president of
the New England Sabbath Protective
League, promises to investigate the
alleged violation of the Sabbath pro-
tective laws of Massachusetts by the
sallors of the Atlantic fleet at Province-
town last summer and also to take action
that will prevent the recurrence of such
alleged violations.

The Rev. Df. Martin D. Kneeland,
secretary of the league, made a report
to former Becretary Long in which he
stated that noise, confusion, drinking
and liguor selling in a no license town,
baseball games, sports and pugilistic
encounters as well as open stores, shops
and | business had characterized
the Sundays when the sailors were ashore,

Acting on the report of Mr. Kneeland
Mr. Long wrote to Secretary Meyer a
letter in which he said :
~ *May I not suggest that the Department
issue an order that while the enlisted men
of the navy are to have the relaxation of a
rationally liberal Sunday they should in
every port conform to the law of the
State in which they are and should respect
the usages of the order loving and law
abiding people of the neighborhood and
that the commanding officers should
see that this order is enforced.”

In his reply Secrétary Meyer wrote:

“I am fully in accord with you that
Sunday ought not to be a wide open day
offending the good people of a community
with riot and disturbance. 1 shall in-
vestigate the matter and endeavor to
control future ococasions by an order
drawn upon the suggestions which you
have made.”

MONK EASTMAN IN HOSPITAL.
East Side Gang Leader's Identity Re.
vealed by Battie Sears.

Last Friday a man whose badly scarred
face attracted attention went to the Har-
lem Hospital and asked to be attended to.

“I'm all in,” he said. “I've got pains in
me stomaoch and I've been sufferin’ hell
for days.”

GREVEL MAKFS ODD CONDITION
IN DISPOSING OF ESTATE.

Stepdaughter's Son te Get Residue If He
Medifies His Smeking and Leads an
Orderly Life- Invites Friends to Fune-
ral—Horses 1o Wife If She Uses 'Em.

The will of William Henry Maximilian
Grevel, a wealthy and ecoentric man who
lived at 95 East Tenth street and died
at his summer home, The Nook, at Atlantio
Highlands. N. J., on August 17, was filed
for probate yesterday. The will covers
about thirty pages and qearly half of it
is taken up with directions regarding the
disposition of Grevel's body.

The residue of the estate goes to Grevel
E. W. Acker, the son of his adopted
daughter, Ida Jeanette Acker, on condi-
tion that ke abstains absolutely from the
use of “paper cigarettes.” Grevel lcavesa
large stable of horses at his country
estate to his wife, Wilheimina Grevel,
providing that no one but her coachman
or her friend Adele Heuel or herself
drives any of them.

If any reputable citizen of Monmouth
oounty sees any one else driving the horses
and makes afidavit io that effect they
are all to revert to the estate and be sold
at public or private sale as the executors
think best, with the provision that they
are not to be driven in the oounty. The
money realized on the sale of the horses
is to be turned over to the Overseer of

the Poor of Monmouth ocounty to be
used for the persons under his charge.

Concerning the funeral services and
burial the testator says:

I direct that the funeral services be brief
and conducted under Masonic offices. 1
desire that my body be enclosed in a cofMin
even now provided by me and to be taken
In an undertaker's wagon to the nearest
crematory by two close friends, not con-
nected with my family, who volunteer
to do so as a favor and who will see that the
coMn is demolished and will remain in sight
of the retort Lo which my body has been con-
sigred until my ashes have been taken
therafron.

1 desire them to see that my ashes are
placed in the inner receptacle, likewise now
provided, and turned over to them for de-
livery to my beloved wife or whosoever she
may designate, or in the event of her prior
death, sealed by the attending friends and
temporarily left in the erypt of the cre-
matory. There, as soon as possible, but
before the disposition of my property has
been made, the receptacle originally con-
taining my ashes is to be placed in an outer
receptacle, also even now provided, sur-
rounded by photographs of those dearest
to my heart and person at the time of my
death, not forgetting those of my departed
parents, my aunt Clara Harech and my late
father-in-law, Dr. John H. Harman, as weil
asmy own

1 desire it properly inscribed and securely
and tightly soldered on the outside in the
presence of my trusted friends who volun-
teer the act of kindness, and the whole, at
the cemvenience of my beloved wife, de-
posited either with or without ceremony
within the marble urn at the Lutheran
Cemetery, Middle Village, 1. 1.

After bequeathing to his wife his prop-
erty at 211 East Eighteenth street, Man-
hattan, and the contents of the house and
stable at Atlantic Highlands the testator
makes the provision concerning his horses.
He directs that a fund be set aside out
of his estate to pay his daughter $3,000
a year and gives "our friend" Adele
Heuel $500 and an income of $25 a week.
He gives his ward, Emma ' A. Bening,
$500 outright and an income of $25 a month
after January 19, 1913, the latter con-
tingent on her being married respectably,
being respectable if single or being in a
respectable business

The grandson, Grevel E. W. Acker, is
to have the income of the residue until
he is 25 years old and the capital after
that/time if he “leads a respectable life,
induiges in no excesses and doesn't smoke
paper cigarettes.”

The testator makes about fifty be-
quests of what he calls “souvenir trinkets”
to his frienls, and among them is a cig-
arette holder. He wills his “marine
clothing® to his wife, and if she doesn't
want it it is to be distributed
among such servants at The Nook as
it will fit, If they don't want the
“marine clothing® any one can have
it who applies

Mr. Grevel wrote out the followin
death notice on April 24, 1908, leaving
the date blank:

Even in death I greet you, my friends,
and invite you to attend services at St
Mark's German Lutheran Church, Sixth
street between First and Second avenues.

No flowers on this
occarion, please! If you wish to betoken
your remembrance of me, do so A year heuce
at Lot 2, Map I., Lutheran Cemetery, I..

Mary's Hospital, said of Gov. Johnson's
condition at ® o'clock:

“Very poor condition; pulse irregular
and fast; temperature abnormal.”

“There are some. serious complications
and we will not consider the Governor
out of danger for several days,” was the
report made to Frank A. Day, the Gov-
ernor's secretary, by Dr. William Mayo
to-night At the time the Governor’'s
pulse was 138. Dr. Mayo said that he
considered the Governor'’s condition dan-
gerous. He said that the* operation
was one of the most complicated and
serious he had ever performed. If the
Governor recovers from the shock, he
said, he will be a well man and will never
have any further trouble of the kind which
has bothered him so seriously for several
years.

At 10 o'clock Gov. Johnson's condition
was much worse. Dr. Mayo was in con-
sultation with his staff at the hospital.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 15.— Announcemerit
was made at the Btate Department to-day
that Spencer Eddy, United States Minis-
ter to Rumania, Servia and Bulgaria,
had tendered his resignation. Mr. Eddy
retires on acoount of the ill health of
his wife, who was Miss Spreckels, daugh-
ter of the late Claus Spreckels. Mr.
Eddy's sister is the wife of Senator,Bever-
idge of Indiana. He was appointed to
the diplomatic service from Illinois,
and after serving as Secretary of Legation
at Berlin he was made United States
Minister to the Argentine Republic and
later transferred to his present post.

R. V. Harter, who was recently ap-
pointed Secretaryof Legation at Bucharest,
was directed by the State Department
to sail to-day on .the Mauretania to'take
charge of the legation until a sucoessor
to Mr. Eddy is appointed. \

La Republigue Busy In French Army
Manwuvres—U, 8. Compliment.

Panis, Bept. 156.—A thick fog prevented
the dirigible army balloon La République
from going out during the mancuvres
around La Palisse until noon to-day,
when it scouted for three hours, covering
sixty miles. Lieut. Renaux, one of the
pilots, expresses himself as delighted
with the successful work performed by
the balloon.

At the height of 2,000 feet those in the
balloon were able to distinguish between
artillerymen and cuirassiers and could
locate important points of the enemy's
camp at 3,250 feet above the level of the
sea. The diffioulty of communicating
resulta was solved by letting fall mes-
sages in amall weighted]bags with a long
red streamer attached, a special signal
being given of the intention to throw over
A message.

PEARY WiAS

ON FULL pPAY.

His North Pole Orders Since 1881 —-Was
Ansignedite “*Make Gbservations. '

WASHINGTON, Sept. 15.—In response
to inquiries that have been pouring in
upon the Navy Department aoting Secre-
tary Winthrop made publio to-day all
the orders that have been issued to Robert
E. Poary since he'became a civil engineer
in the navy in Ootober, 1881. There
appears torhave been much popular curi-
osity as to whether Mr. Peary was detailed
to search for the north pole and whether
he has drawn pay during the years that
he has been engaged in the task.

The orders show that:eight “extended
leaves of absence” hawe been given to
Mr. Peary “to go to the pole.” Only one
of the eightiorders directs him to go “with-
out pay." The orders appear to show
that on all of the trips except one the
explorer has drawn the salary of his
relative rank:as Commander in the navy
on leave,

The lasteof the orders.gives him a leave
of absence: from April 9, 1907, for three
years to go abroad. But this was modi-
fled on July 2, 1008, by a revocation of
the unexpired leaveiand an assignment
to the duty of making observations in
Grant Land and Greenland under the
Coast and Geodetie Survey,

Under the amended orders Mr. Peary
has been entitled to draw full pay of
$4,500 a year during the last fourteen
months of his absence.

WOMEN WOULD BE POLICE.

Cincinnat! Clab Asks That They Be AL
lowed to Patrol Parks.

CINCINNATI, Sept. 15.—Five hundred
prominent women of Cincinnati, all mem-
bers of the Twentieth Century Club, which
has espoused the cause of suffrage, have
asked that women be put on the police
force here.

They think the time is coming, they
say, when women will patrol the prin-
cipal parts of the city armed with clube
and guns and keep peace and order.

At a meeting of the club to-day a peso-
lution was adopted asking Mayor Galvin
and Safety Director Scott Small to give
woman the job right away.

“We believe that woman has a right to
at least half the official positions in Cin-
cinnati,” read this resolution, “and there
are some places where she should have all
the positions. However, in the matter of
policing various distriote of the city she
should be allowed to go home at 10 o'clock
at night, as her being on the streets after
that time would place her at the mercy
of the crooks and thugs among men who
live in most sections of the city.”

The women want especially to guard
the public parks against “mashers.”

'TAFT UPHOLDS BALLINGER

DECIDES AGAINST PINCRHOT ON
ALL POINTS INVOLVED.

Dircct! Diamissal From the Gevernment
Service of L. H. Glavis, Who Mufle
the Charges, on the Greund That Ms
Had No Evidence to Sustain Them.

ALBANY, Sept. 15.—President Taft upe
holds Richard A. Ballinger, Secretary of
the Interior, on all points involved in the
Ballinger-Pinchot controversy in regard
to the conservation of the national ye«
sources. The President's support of his
Cabinet advieer is set forth at length 18 &
letter written by the President to Secretary
Ballinger and given out by Mr. Taft on his
special train this afternoon. T

The letter contains no direct referance
to Gifford Pinchot, head of the bursay &
forestry, but reading between the lines
the meaning is o plain that Mr. Pimchet
may feel that he can no longer continge
in the service. Mr. Taft, so his friends say,
would regret very much to lose Pincvhet,
but he felt that the time had oome for hira
to take a decided stand in the controversy,

Mr. Taft himself denies that there hay
been any backsliding from the declared
policy of the Rooseveit Administration
in favor of a conservation of natiomal
resources. Without bringing in any direot
contrast he makes it plain that several
things done by the Roosevelt Administras
tion along the lines of the conservation
were without the authority of law, while
the present Administration intends te
keep absolutely within the statutes,

That has been Secretary Ballinger’s
answer all along to the contentions of
Pinchot and his friends that he is out of
sympathy with the Roosevelt policy and
in favor of corporate and individual
control.
