James J. Jeffries, who is in Paris, now
says he will not sail for this country before
October 18 and that if he decides to fight
Jack Johnson a purse of $150,000 must be
guaranteed and the date of the mill must
not be fixed earlier than next April. Jef-
fries is talking pretty freely on the other
side, according to rellable cable messages
received here, and is telling Frenchmen
that he is still the champion heavyweight
‘pugilist of the world. It is just possible,
though, that the boilermaker is joking in
regard to the $150,000 purse, for should he
make such a demand after his arrival here
there Is no doubt that the aporting public
would jump to the conclusion that Jeffries

opn t want to fight Johnson or anybody

Jdﬂc‘ may be on the level regarding
the making of a match with Johnson, but
his methods ever since the matter was
first broached have not inspired sporting
men with supreme confldence. Jeffries
has not acted like the Jeffries of old. He
has permitted Johnson to challenge him
repeatedly, and also to ridicule him. He
had at least two chances to cover Johnson’s
forfeits, which were put up with conditional
time [imits attached, but he paid no a -
tion to them. When Jeffries finally did
put up $5,000 he seleoted & stakeholder
who was cordially disliked by Johnson and
with whom the negro would not post a
