TAFT WOULD LIKE TO0O NAME
H. H. LURTON OF TENNESSEE,

But There Are Already Two Justioes on
the Sapreme Bench From His Circult
—~May Confine His Selection to the
Clrcult Over Which Peckham Presided

Wasamaron, Oct. 25.—With President
Taft away it seems idle to speculate
as to his probable choice of a suoccessor
to the late Justice Peckham of the United
States Supreme Court. There are oir-
cumstances, however, now recalled whi
throw so interesting side lights on
considerations that doubtless will play
a part in belping Mr. Taft. to make up
his mind in this most important matter.

Nearly all the men who are familiar
with Mr. Taft's views on the subject of
judicial appointments are of the opinion
that were it not for certain prevailing
conditions the President's selection
would be Judge Horace H. Lurton of
Tennessee, a Democrat, who is Judge of
the Sixth Federal Judicial Circuit. It is
now related that when Justice Brown re-
tired from the Supreme bench in 1908 and
President Roosevelt wanted to appoint
Mr. Taft to the vacancy Mr. Taft fol-
lowed up his declination by recommend-
ing Judge Lurton. Mr. Roosevelt gave
consideration to Judge Lurton's quali-
fications,which were of the very highest
from a judicial standpoint, but ended in
the appointment of William Henry
Moody of Massachusetts, then Attorney-
Gieneral of the United States.

With this attitude of Mr. Taft's in mind,
observers here would be inclined to.say
offhand that Judge Lurton will succeed
to the vacancy caused by Justice Peck-
ham’'s death were it not for two deter-
rent reasons. In the first place, Judge
Lurton is 862 years old, which in itself is
regarded as a great drawback, and in

the second, his appointment would give '

to the Supreme bench three Justices from
the same judicial circuit. The others
are Justices Harlan and Day. While
geographical judicial lines have been
disregarded on several occasions in the
appointments to the Supreme Court, it
is the very general opinion here that
Mr. Taft would hardly emphasize that
disregard by taking a third man for high-
est judicial honors fron the district al-
ready reoresented on the Supreme bench |
by two Justices.
