That Made the. Jedeney

Arctie—ldre of the Kskimes Plotared
— Grapbic Scenes From the Far Nerth.

The path indicated by the arrow direct-
ing “Peary Exhibit” placard at the main
entrance of the Museum of Natural His-.
tory is the popular path nowadays. The
arrows guide the way until, over near the
western end of the bui'ding, they give place
to & more imposing signpost. This is
the storied lifeboat of the Polaris, the
Arotic exploring ship lost in the ice thirty- |
slx years ago, whose lifeboat was brought
back by the 1908 expedition of Commander
Peary.

From the weatherbeaten boat to’ the
right the vista of the far north exhibit

in perspective till they frame the flag
draped Arctic landscape hung at the
furthermost end of the west wing. Amer-
ican flags, too, decorate the entrance
through which the visitor passes to meet
the three Eskimo effigies sitting in the
foreground with faces turned unblink-
ingly to th® front either obligingly or to
satisfy their own curiosity as to what sort
these new neighbors may be.

At first glance all three appear to be
women, but the ever present placards
ar | Tectify this

Bound respectively. The third wax figure
represents a woman from Cumberiand
Sound.

Old Roman and Grecian ooins exist
by the peck, and often an urn containing
hundreds of these pieces in either silver
or copper is uncovered unexpectedly

Even the coin expert to whom the cash-
ier at first referred was unable to inform
him definitely of the ooin's character | w
and value and it was finally turned over
to a Frenchman . who all his iife had made
a study of the coins of Rome and Greece.
The latter immediately became enthu-
siastic over the piece, examined it care-
fully and finally pronounced it a “small
bronze” of Pescennius Niger, made Em-
peror of Greece A. D. 183 by the soldiers
of the army in Syria. The coin belonged
to what is known as the oolonial series
and was struck in Amphipolis. :

The French expert declared that the
ooin was of the utmost rarity, that he had
never seen a specimen like it in his twenty
years investigation and that the ooin
was striotly a “museum piece”—that is,
not to be found outside of a museum-—
and very valuable. The cashier at once
restored the coin to his friend and told
him that such a rarity ought not to be
subjected to such hard usage as it would
reoeive as a watch charm and that
any other ocoin not so rare would be
quite as well suited to his purpose. The
rare coin since has been carefully placed
among tne most valued coins in the ool-
Jector's cabinet and will now receive the
respect to which it is entitled as a finely
preserved example of a rare and ancient
series of coins.
