William Jax Schieffelin, chairman of
the Citizens Union, said yesterday:

NINE-TENTHS OF PEOPLE GO0D,
HE TELLS PEOPLE'S FORUM.

Is Not Ko Strong on Noa-Partsanship as
He Was, He Says—Reason, a Lot of
Things Have Been Sald About Him
—His Early Experience In Polities.

Judge Gaynor made a speech before
the People's Forum in the new Masonio
Temple in Brooklyn yesterday afternoon.
The hall was pretty well filled. The
Judge was announced to speak ‘on the

The Judge said that he had been asked

The religious feature
having been oollected, Mr. Peters said
that Judge Gaynor had always stood well
with the preachers because he practised
what they preached. .

Lying oirculars have been put forth this
week—they are going through the mails
now, yesterday and to-day and to-morrow
—with the very purpose of exciting par-
tisanship. You no doubt have seen some
of them, or publications of them, this
morning. They are full of falsehoods.

“One was mailed from Chicago. I
have taken the trouble to ficure out the
ocost! of sending these out. The postage
alone amounts to $75000. Just think
of that! Of course no one gitizen is paying
for all that. I bave no in talking
of non-partisanship.” S

And Judge Gaynor didn't to any great

“Nine-tenths of the Republican party
certainly want good government,” he
said. “*And so do nine-tenths of the
Democratic party want good govern-
ment.

SERMON ON CITY WASTE.

John Wesley Hill Denounces the Extrava-
gance of Tammany.

Last evening at the Metropolitan Temple
the pastor, the Rev. John Wealey Hill,
said: *I never introduce politios into
this pulpit, but I take my pulpit into
politics whenever 1 please, and if there

ever was a time in the history of New
York city when every pulpit should be in
politios . time is now at hand.”

Following this remark he said:

During the last six years there has been
an annual waste of $50,000,000 of the city's
monay. Of this irreparable loss $20,000,000
was appropriated in neediess salaries,
$6,000,000 wasted in the purchase of supplies
and the balance through the mysterious
channel of contract . Think of it
Our municipal Inte | have been so reck-
lessly administered t during the last
six years the total eosl of runaing the
city has reahched the startiing aggregate
of $200,000,000 » Year. Then, aside from
this, our city indebiedness been gradu-
ally tncreasing uneil vo & total in-
debledness of $500,000,0 pon which present
and future generations must pay interest,
Why, the total interest bearing debt of the
United States Government Is $1,000,000,000
less than one-quarter greater than the total
interest bearing debt of New ¥ork city.
What does this mean? Blmplf this, that
in addition to our regular annual city
budget ths people of New York city pay
$50,000,000 & year for interest on their city
debt. It means that before we can spend
anything for schools, street cleaning or
public improvements, anything for present
good, we must pay each year $50,000,000
interest on past indebtedness, a vast princi-
pal representing not only bad business
ability but worse morality, for only Om-
niscience knows the thievery and rascality,
the fraud and plunder, the raid and rapacity
represented by this cumuylative bulk of city
indebtedness, millions of dollars of which
the city has neither received nor handled.

Then, again, there is the public school
question. The city owns elghty school
sites, where the only lessons to be learned
are object lessons in the black art of muni-
cipal plunder. The total purchase price of
these eighty vacant lots amounted to the
enormous sum of $4,211,000.78,
