The exact nature of the frauds by which
the sugar trust robbed and of some of the
attempts made to expose them, involving
certain correspondence which passed
between the sugar trust head, the late
Henry O. Havemeyer, and the authori-
ties at the Custom House, THE SUN is
able to present this moming. The exact
amount of these frauds is om record at
the Custom House

JUST A MATTER OF ARITHMETIO.

An attempt has been made to convey
the impression that. the amount could
not be totalled. The faot is that the
figures are there. To get at the amount
stolen by the sugar trust it is necessary
to overhaul the entries at the Custom
House, to total their bills of lading weight
and their outturn weight as ocertified
by the Government weighers and to do
a simple problem in arithmetic.

Every entry is there and every entry
bears both figures, honest weight and false
weight, both on the same sheet of paper.
Heretofore it has been impoasible to ex-
tract from the Custom House or from any
Federal official with sufficient power the
two sets of figures. If Congrees names
& joint comm to investigate all forms
of custorms ro it is believed that
aboyt the first business of the commission
will be o0 call for the comparative entries.

In establishing a system by which it
carried on fraud and stole money from the
Government the men who did the plan-
ning were careful to hide their bwn tracks
as much as possible. For example, &
large proportion of the foreign sugar

t into this country comes from
Java: Instead of buying the sugar
from- the shippers or their agents here
the sugar trust took pains apparently
to buy the invoice at the point of ship-
ment.

PULL WEIOHT CABGORS DELIVERED.
With the carriers of the sugar it was

The reduction of weight
through sevaporation on a shipment of
sugar from the Dutoh East Indies on the
ordinary steamer is not more than one-
half of 1 percent.

4,000,000 POUNDS OF SHORT WEIGHT.

1t was pointed out that in one year out
of twelve vessels loaded with Java sugar
and discharged here mnine which deliv-
ered sugar to the sugar trust showed a
difference in weight of 4,114,238 pounds as
returnedl by the Covermment weighers,
meaning a loss in duty to the Government
of $68,000. The loss on three vessels not
carrying cargoes for the sugar trust was
negligible. One steamer arriving in New
York on February 11, 1905, showed a loss
of 8 per cent. What was done about this
remains to be brought out by an inypsti-
gation by Congress, or anybody em -
ered tabring to light the workings of the
huge system of graft.

It is known that Collector K h did
make some solt of an investigation, but
nothing was déne to stop the stealing
and the frauds became even more out-
rageous and open. The Democratic party
was in power at that time. It had been
charged only a short time before in an
investigation made by the United States
Senate into the way in which Mr. Have-
meyer and hig sugar company had
protected in making up a tariff law that
Mr. Havemeyer had contributed
sum of $500,000 to the Democratio -
paign fund. It was charged thai a
Cabinet officer had said that lho_Domo—
cratio party could not afford to ignore
“honorable obligations.”

If Collector Kilbreth ever made a
report it was smothered by powerful
influences at Washington which did not
want to see the sugar trust shown up as
& plain thief and which fi the general
scandal. The graft ring from that time
inoreased in power and the amount of
shrinkage, as shown on each entry in
the Custom House, straightway jumped.

In 1898, just before a Republican
Administration came in, six vessels of
one firm of agents brought sugsr into
the port of New York to the sugar trust.
An average loss by the Government
weight of nearly 10 per cent.—9.95 t0 be
exact—was shown. But the sugar trust

' CHANGE IN CUBRENT OF TRADE.

As this system grew and developed and
incremsed in perfectioy there began to be
a curious change in the current of trade,
In 1893 Philadelphia was receiving an-
nually 492,000 tons of foreign sugar. This
was 82 per cent. of the total amount of
foreign sugar brought into the three prin-
cipal ports, New York, Boston and Phila-
delphia, a total importation amounting
at that time to 1,800,000 tons. AS com-
pared with Philadelphia’s 402,000 tons,
New York was receiving 700,000 tons.

with the year 1804, when,
because of the restoration of a tariff on
sugar, robbery became essential to the
trust at the port of New York, the importa-
tions elsewhere began to shrink fast.
In a few years they had diminished to
about 20 per cent. at Philadelphia. In the
last eleven years, the years that have
seen the graft and thieveryat its highest
point, Philadelpbia has received an aver-
age of 375000 tons of sugar «a year,
although the total importations of sugar
have increased to 2,000,000 tons & year.
At New York there was passing through
the Custom House in the last eleven years
an average of 1,400,000 tons, or twice as
much as before. Philadeiphia's propor-
tion of the total importations had shrunk
to 19 per cent.

NO FAVORS TO INDEPENDENTS.

Practioally all the sugar brought into
the port of Philadelphia was by independ-
ent refineries. Their sugar as well as the
sugar being brought into“Boston by inde-
pendents was beihg weighed correctly
by Government weighers employed at the
Philadelphia and Boston Custom Houses,
and the outturn weight of the cargoes
practically was agreeing with the weight
shown on the bills of lading.

The United Btates Government was not
being robbed at the ports of Philadelphia
and Boston. It was being robbed and
robbed systematically at the port of New
York. where the sugar trust had suddenly
diverted practically all of its importa-
tions. Had any such system been
attempted by the sugar trust and con-
nived at by the Treasury officials at Phila-
delphia or Boston it would have been
too patent. The thieves in both camps,
sugar trust and politics, never could have
e iahs coeh Mo pleuded Nogerunes

In the case of no other kingd of
chandise, apparently, is the estima
rate of duty made 80 much below the
rate.

At Washington the sugar trust was
evidently protected by politicians of im-
mense power In New York the Custom
House was regarded as a. in thé Re-
publican machine. The of the
Republican machine made up its service.
Because of the relations of politicians to
the trust they were conv they would
be combated and discredited were they
to move without indubitable evidence.

These shippers, some of them repre-
sentatives of vessel owners, had secured
certificates from the Surveyor's office
showing the weight taken at the refineries
of the trust. had of course the
bill of lading weight fof the cargoes
these vessels had brought in. But the
entry slip, the chief dooument that enters
into the handling of cargoes by the New
York Custom House, was what they de-
sired in the way of proof. They knew
that this slip. under the Treasury regula-
tions, must show a complete record of
the transactions involving a cargo from
its arrival until the final liquidation of the
duty. An entry slip, they knew, would
be damning evidenoe of fraud.

EFFORT TO COAX OUT THE EVIDENCE.

Before trying to obtain from the Custom
House such evidenoce as this it was de-
cided to write H. 0. Havemeyer as presi-
dent of the American Sugar Refining
Company and ask him for the figiires
concerning weights of sugar on whioch
he had paid duty on ocertain cargoes.
In the correspondence that follows the
names are withheld for the present.
These letters were written by the repre-
sentative of the owners of a veasel. It
was thought that Mr. Havemeyer could
scarcely refuse to furnish the required
information.
