KNIPPER WINS AT ATL.!.\'TAi
WITH CHALMERS-DETROIT.

Caplures Cangdler Trophy and S600 in
Geold in 100 Mile Race—-Harding, Ap-
persen, First In Ten Mile Event
—Strang In Fiat, Defeats Olatield

ATLANTA, Ga., Nov. 10.—William Knipper,
drivingea 50 horse-power Chalmers-Detroit,
won the big race on te-day's programme
at the Atlanta Automobile Sperdway, cap-
turing the Candler trophy for the Chalmers-
Detroit Motor Company, and $600 in gold
coin for himself. The race was the 100
mile event for steck chasses of 181 to 230
oubic inches piston displacement. Six
drivers started in the event: Knipper and
Joe Matson, in 30 horse-power Chalmers-
Detroits; Joe Nelson, Buick; Frank Yerger
and Jones, Studebaker | E-M-F cars, and
Louis Schroitzer, Fuller. Knipper took
the lead at the start, with Matson second
and Nelson third. Matson lost second
place to Jones during his Afth mile, After
making seven rounds of the two mile course
Knipper was two miles ahead of all his
opponenty ~xcept Jones.

Jones began to lose ground soon aflter
and Nelson moved into second place. Mat-
son got his car going again after being
foroed to stop on the backstretch, and with
the race one-quarter along was in third
place close to Nelson, Jones being fourth,
Nelson took the lead away from Knipper
for a time, but the Chalmers-Detroit driver
passed him during the eightieth mile. Nel-
son regained the lead a few laps later and
held it until he began his last cireuit of the
track, when Knipper went to the front.
Neleon's car developed trouble with its
lubricating system and Matson, in the other
little Chalmers-Detroit “Blue Bird” finished
in sacond place. Nelson was third, and
Yerger had completed eighty-two miles
when the race was called off. Jones and
Schroitzer quit before the race was over.
Matson won 8300 and Nelson $150. Knipper's
time for the 100 miles was 1| hour 40 minutes
48 %0-100 seconds. His average for the
first thirty miles was faster than a mile a
minute.

The
young New Yorker M the lead at the
start with his big car, which was the most
pow@rful one of the three machines, but
Oldknow nipped him right at the tape and
won by less than two feet, the Warner
electrical timer showing but one one-hun-
dreth of a second difference in the time of
the two cars. Oldknow's time for the ten
miles was 8§ minutes 52 54-100 seconds.
