Now when Mr, Watson arrived hero |
the day before vestoerday morning and the
reporters of the New York papors met
him down the bay he made what seemed |
tosome a vigorous denial that the woman
in the case was Mrs. Asquith. He did not
say 80 in 8o many words, but he pooh-
poohed the idea, and when an Englinhman
of education says “Pooh-pooh!” the inno-
cent American reportor may be easily
misled.

Consequently when in one morning
paper yesterday appeired a signed state-
ment with Mr. Watson’'s name st the tail
of it declaring that the woman in the poem
was not only Mrs. Asquith, but her daugh-
tor as well, those simple reporter: felt that
they had been completely taken in. This
is the story, otherwiee the “statement,” in
the poet's own words:

“The Woman with the Serpent’s Tongue”
is & composite photograph of Mrs. Asquith
and her stepdaughter Violet. The poem is
a portrait of the physical characteristics of
Mrs. Asquith and the mentality of Violet
Asquith. The latter is the voice of the
family and rules them all. Violet is the
