SECRETARY MACVEAGH MAKES
ANALYSIS IN HIS REPORT.

The Estimates for 1911 Are 843,000,000
Less Than for 1910—-But Even Then
a Dencit of S12,000,000 Is Likely
~The Tax on 3 Per Cent. Beonds.

wasninaToN, Dee. 7.—~The report of
gecrotary of the Treasury Franklin
MacVeagh s in line with Presi-
dent laft's declared polioy of greater
economy in administering the affairs of

the Government.  Excluding the Panama
(Canal estimates, Secretary MacVeagh
fignres that there will be a durplus in ordi-
pary receipta of $35,981.327. When the
panama Canal estimates are added, how-
ever, the surplus is turhed into a deficit

of $12.132,197. o

Including the increase in the Panama
Canal estimates, the total estimates for
1011 show a decrease of $42,818,000 from the
estimates for 1910,

secretary MacVeagh estimates that the
total ordinary receipts for 1910 will be
$64%,000,000, of which $835,000,000 are ex-
pected from the customs, $253,000,000 from
the internal revenue, $15,000,000 from the
corporation tax and $45.000,000 from *nis-
cellaneous sources. He that the
dishursementa for 1910 will be $682,075,620.
The oivil establishment is expeoted to
cost $175,000,000; postal deficiency, $16,-
880,620; the War Department, $165,000,000,
the Navy Department, $125,000,000; the
Indian service, $17,000,000; pensions, $161,-
000,000, and the interest on the publio
debt, $22,185,000.

The deficit in ordinary receipts for 1910
is estimated at $84,075,820, but when the
Panama Canal disbursements are added
and the miscellaneous reductions of the
public debt are figured in* the total defloit
for this year will be $73,075,a20.

For 1911 Becretary MacVeagh estimfites
that the total ordinary receipts will be
$672.000,000. He expects $345,000,000 from
the customs, $255,000,000 from the internal
revenue, $25,000,000 from the corporation
tax and $47,000,000 from miscellaneous
souroes.

The total estimated appropriations,
including the $12,000,000 for new warships
and not including the outlay for the year
on the bigseanal, are placed at $636,068,672,
showing a surplus of $35,081,327. it
when the candl is figured in, a cit
of more than $12,000,000 appears.

The total appropriations for 1910,
including estimated permanent annual
appropriations and deficiencies for prior
years, are given at $1,044,658622. But
the Secretary deducts appropriations
made for the postal service for 1910,
$234,002,370, and deficiencies made there-
for for prior years, $1,453,488, which are
payable from the postal revenues, except
any excess of expenditures over revenues,
and gets under the billion mark, making
the 1910 appropriations, after some further
deductions, $726,051,168.

He gives the total estimated appropri-
ations for 1911 at $684,132,197. For the
fiscal year 1010 the naval building pgo-
gramme was not included in the tes
eent to Congress. When the naval !pro-
gramme is eliminated frcm the estimates
for 1910 amd 1911 the total estimatea
for 1911 are $04,001.492 leas than the total
ectimatos in 1910.

The Secretary emphasizes early in his
report “the hard rigidity of the present
revenue system with its recurrent econo™-
ical agitations and its long intervals of
fixity.”
deficits eithor by selling bornds or issuing
cortificates of indebtedness, the Secre-
tary adds. “In due course,” he reports,
*it would seem that it must be made
practicable to both estimate receipts
with a close approximation of the actual
and to provide for their annual rise or
fall by some flaxible factors in our annual
taxation.” -

Reductions in the present estimates
have been accomplished, the Becretary
states, by improved handling of Govern-
ment work and the postponement of
expenditures which can be delayed in
an offort to adjust immediate expenses and

receipts. He warns, however, that the pl

reductions in gppropriations will be dis-
appointing unless equal attention is given
to other important savings.

He recommends that the tax on bhank
circulation secured by United States
bonds hereafter deposited bearing in-
terest higher than 2 per cent. shall be
increased in exact proportion to the
increase in the rate of interest above
2 per cent. He advises the continuance
of the rate of one-half of 1 per cent. for
circulation based on 2 per cent. bonds.

“This would complete the availability
of the Panama bonds authorized by law
on August 5, 1000. These bonds, as the
law now stands, if issued at 3 per cent.
would have a much hetter circulation
privilege than the outstanding 2 per
cent. bonds, the tax being only 1 per
cent, and their issue, therefore, would
constitute a discrimination against the
2 per cents. that the Government could
(mt])ustly contemplate.

“The circulation privileges of any
new issues should certainly not be hetter
than those of the 2 per cents., but a parity
would, I think, be sufficient gmtoctton
to make good for the time being the
imperative moral obligation of the Gov-
ernment to see to it that the market
value of these 2 per cents. does not unduly
decline because of their abnormally low
rate of interest. a

“At the same time'it is desirable to
thus complete the legislation relpocthz
the new authorization of Panama bon
80 as to carry out the intention of Con-
51-@- to make them available. The in-

ebtedness of the Panama Canal to the
general fund of the now amounts
10 $07,089,049.26,~and the continuing out-
lay for construction adds to the drain
upon the general revenues.

WasminoTon, Deo. 7.—All opposition
to the appointment of Judge Horace H.
Lurton of Tennessee as Associate Justice
of the Supreme Court of the United States
to succeed the late Rufus W. Psckham
appears to have vanished and Judge
Lurton's nomination is expected to reach
the Senate very soon. There is no oppo-
sition among Republican members of
the Senate Committee on Judiciary and
other Republican Senators because Judge
Lurton is a Democrat.

Senators generally have come to the
view that the appointment of Associate
Justices of the Supreme Court is not a
political matter. It is understood that
Senator Root, who is a member of the
Judiciary Committes, joins with other
Senators in the idea that there should
be no opposition to the confirmation of
Judge Lurton's nomination.

Mr. Root’s interest in the matter- arises
not only from the ocircumstance that
he is a member of the Judiciary Committee

but because the late Justice Peckham |inol

was from New York State and the appoint-
ment of Judge Lurton to preside over
the cirouit witain which New York State

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MACVEAGH FIGURES NOT FULL.

Chalrman Tawney Says $393,000,000
n Twe Items Was Omitted.

Wasnivoron, Deo. 7.—Representative
James A. Tuwney, chairman of the House
Appropriations Committee, says that
the Secretary of the Treasury in sub-
mitting the apparently reduced esti-
mates to Congress omitted two items,
one for $233,000,000 and the other for
more than $60,000,000. Mr. Tawney said
to-day:

“The exhibit of the Becretary of the
Treasury shows & reduction in the es-
timated expenditures of the Govern-
ment for the flsoal year 1011 of $55,083,001.19
under the appropriations made for 1910
and a reduction of $04,001,492.92 unaer
the estimates submitted to Congress for
that year. This result will tend to re-
liove the Congress in large measure of
the burdensome duty that has ocoupied
much of the time heretofore through
committees and otherwise in adjust-
ing expenditures to the sum of national
revenues.

“During the last eight fiscal years the
sum totals of estimates submitted ‘by
the Exeoutive have exceeded expendi-
tures authorized in appropriations made
by Congress by $274,948,087.

“It will be observed that the
