RICKARD ADMITS OPENING OF
BIDS WAS CUT AND DRIED.

Says He Had Johngen and Glessen Wae
In With Jeffries, So a Combination
Was Mmevitable—New Reasom for
Secret Confab—Lecnl Bexing News.

During the recent Jeffries-Johnson oon-
ferences in Hoboken & story was in circu-
lation to the effect that Tex Rickard had
“sewed up” Johnson several weeks before
s0 that there was no chance for any other
promoter's bid to be accepted by the negro.
It was aiso stated that Jack Gleason had
reached a similar understanding with
Jeffries, but when Jeffries, Johnson, Glesson
and Rickard were asked if these stories
were true they lost no time in making
emphatic denials. But now comes an inno-
cent statement from Rickard, who, by the
way, is talking like a well trained barker,
that reads this way:

“I knew the day before the bids were
opened that Johnson would stand by me
and that Jeffries would be with Gleason,
80 we got together and came to an under-
standing. Coffroth then told Gleason to go
ahead and come in with me.”

In other words the Rickard-Gleason bid
was a sure thing when it was tossed on the
table in Hoboken in the presence of Stake-
holder Murphy, Johnson, Berger and the
other promoters. Yetit will be remembered
that Johnson and Berger, acting for Jeffries,
demanded twenty-four hours to consider
the question as to which was the best bid.
It has not been forgotten that Promoter
McCarey of Los Angeles declared openly
and with a display of ill feeling that the
opening and selction of the best bid was not
“on the up and up” and that Graney, who
is now favored by Johnson and Rickard
for referee, after insisting that his bid had
been purposely turned down “for reasons,”
soon became passive, probably because he
knew he would be taken care of.

Rickard still says he will wager 85,000
that Coffroth is not "in,” and he can prob-
ably secure Coffroth’'s word for it. But
that does not alter the fact that Coffroth
has secured the right to show the Jeffries-
Johnson pictures in England and Franoe:
also that Coffroth’'s arena at Colma will
probably be selected as the battleground
after Rickard has been convinced that Salt
Lake City is out of the question. Rickard
just at present is booming the latter place
and says he will not be compelled to “fix
the authorities”, that If the fight takes
place there the Salt Palace, in which there
will be room for 30,000 spectators, will be
an ideal arena. He admits that he took

The FEdgewater-Fort lee hill climb,
which owing to the crowds on the course
had to be stopped on Saturday last by the
referee, A. H. Whiting of the Automobile
Club of America, with less than half the
contests completed, were continued yester-
day.

Of the thirty-three cars which failed to
receive a trial when the race was called off
on Saturday only five failed to put in an
appearance yesterday. In spite of the fast
time made by many of the cars there was but
one accident, and that befell the Stearns
car driven by Ray Howard in event No. 7,
when, on taking the last turn on the top of
the hlll which, by the way, offers the worst
stretch on the course, the machine skidded
into the stone curb, breaking the wheels.
Howard managed to hold his seat, and the
breaking of the wheels seemed to prevent
the machine from turning over.

The next best time was that made by
Harvey W. Bell in a Stanley steamer in
the free for all in 54 seconds, while Tom
Kincaid in a National car was second in
this class in 55 seconds, which, by the way,
was the second best time for gasolene cars.
